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Abstract. This article analyzes continuity in the moral concept of the «perfect man»
as it relates to the upbringing of children. The focus is on the religious and ethical
teachings of Abu Hamid al-Ghazali (1058-1111), who embodied the spiritual content
of the medieval Muslim East, and the poet and thinker Abai (1845-1904), a prominent
representative of the spiritual world of the Kazakhs. The flaws and virtues of human
beings, and their resulting happiness and unhappiness, are at the core of both scholars’
social and ethical teachings. Both highlight the importance of protecting children
from the consequences of bad behavior and instead instilling virtues of love, kindness,
and compassion from infancy. It will be shown that Abai connects Al-Ghazali’s views
on an education system aimed at perfection with the innate qualities, customs, and
national characteristics of the Kazakh people.

Introduction

Abai Kunanbayev and Ghazali are important thinkers who were
influential in their time and left deep traces on their societies. Both of them
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discussed the concept of the perfect human being in the context of human spiritual
and moral development. In this article, we will compare Abai and Ghazali’s
understanding of the «perfect man». The aim of this analysis is to examine the
continuity in the moral concept of the «perfect man» as it relates to child education,
as presented by two scientists.

Abai Kunanbayev was a Kazakh poet, writer and philosopher who lived in
the late 19th century. His understanding of the «perfect man» emphasizes the
development of human virtues and social responsibilities. According to Abai, a
perfect man is characterized by maturity and virtue. A person needs to control
negative emotions and thoughts within himself and develop virtues such as
goodness, truthfulness and compassion. Abai argued that the perfect man is an
individual who works not only for his own good, but also for the good of society.

Ghazali is an important Islamic thinker and mystic who lived in the 11th and
12th centuries. His understanding of the perfect man emphasizes that humans must
have a spiritual devotion towards Allah. According to Ghazali, the perfect man is
the one who struggles with his ego and controls his desires. Man must strive for
the development of moral virtues and spiritual ascension and must go through a
process of inner purification to become closer to God. A perfect person is a person
who has attained divine knowledge as well as moral virtues.

Simultaneously, the scientists stress the significance of safeguarding children
from negative conduct and instead promoting the virtues of love, kindness, and
compassion from an early age. Additionally, the article highlights the correlation
between Abay and al-Ghazali’s ideas regarding the pursuit of an ideal educational
system and the inherent qualities, traditions, and national traits of the Kazakh
people.

Methodology

The article compares the views of Ghazali and Abai on the concept of the
«Perfect man». The methodology employed is a comparative analysis of the two
thinkers, highlighting both similarities and differences. The article utilises various
methods of analysis, including comparative, hermeneutic, ontological, axiological,
and conceptual analysis, which are commonly used in the humanities. Additionally,
comparative-historical and historical-philosophical analysis methods are employed
throughout the article.

Abai’s and Ghazali’s Perspectives on Morality and Ethics

Abu Hamid al-Ghazali was a renowned thinker, and a central figure in Islamic
theology whose name cannot be avoided in any study of Islam during the Middle
Ages. Orientalists and philosophers have been interested in his work for hundreds
of years. Parallels have been drawn between al-Ghazali and fathers of the Christian
Church such as Augustine and Thomas Aquinas. His ethical system remains of
practical value in the modern world, for it is seen as a means of reviving morality in
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society. More specifically, his theology has been particularly influential on Central
Asian society. As V.V. Naumkin notes, «Ghazali’s idea of moral improvement
of a person grew in turn from the Sufi tradition.» [1, p. 45]. Al-Ghazali saw the
practical benefit of Sufism in the orientation of his teaching towards the moral
improvement of humankind. And for this reason, his ethical teachings resonate
with the moral values of the Kazakh people, since the Islamization of the Kazakhs
developed through the significant impact and influence of Sufi ideas and morality.
«Sufism played an enormous role in the spread of Islam among the nomads of the
Kazakh steppes. Through Sufism, the moral principles of Islam were passed on the
masses» [2, p. 68].

Al-Ghazali is a scholar who has had an enormous influence in various fields
of science and religion in Islam. His works have been widely distributed amongst
the population and are still in great demand. Therefore, people called Al-Ghazali
«Zeynuddin» (Decoration of Religion), «Ujubatu al-Zaman» (Literally ‘Need of
the Time’), and «Khujat al-Islam» (Testimony of Islam) [3].

To show that the ethical concept of the Kazakh people in the face of Abai had a
traditional religious character, we took the scientist in the person of al-Ghazali as a
comparison with the ethics of Islam. Since al-Ghazali is one of the most prominent
representatives of Arab-Muslim thought, for whom the problems of ethics and
morality were central. Al-Ghazali worked hard on ethical and moral issues relying
on the Quran concept and Sunnah. He is one of the brightest scholars whose name
is associated with morality and Islamic ethics.

Al-Ghazali is among the most prominent representatives of Arab-Muslim
thought, for whom problems of ethics and morality were central. His ideas on
morality have left an indelible mark on the history of the development of Islamic
ethics, and the continuity of his moral teaching can be discerned in many more
recent thinkers of the Islamic world. For example, in Kazakh culture we find the
figure of the late nineteenth century poet, Abai, who, same as al-Ghazali, was
interested in the ethical formation of children, their education and upbringing, the
world of their feelings and intellect, their ideals, and purpose in life. Abai is also a
leading icon of the spiritual world of the Kazakhs and his life and thinking reflect
the qualities of the Kazakh people. During his lifetime, Abai not only laid the
foundations for a new Kazakh written literature but also raised up Kazakh society,
became a prominent figure, an advocate for the good, and a patron of those who
promoted loyalty and truth. In his poems one can see and sense the nature of the
Kazakh steppe, the realities of Kazakh life, and the feelings of the Kazakh people,
including their dreams and national characteristics.

Abai’s father was a famous ruler of the region, and he wanted his son to become
exemplary governor. When he turned 13, his father took him with him so that he
could see internal problems, people’s disputes, and their solutions. Here, he listens
to famous biys (judges) and orators, which allows him to grow and learn from
his own experience. Interfering in the affairs of the citizens, Abai understands the
way of life of the people deeper, sees and feels the plight of the public in colonial
Russia. His father’s hopes and upbringing were not in vain, and Abai, who early
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joined the government of the crowd, served as a balyss (ruler) for twelve years
and as a judge for six years. When he was in power, he interceded in the affairs of
ordinary Kazakhs and won the respect of the people.

Since Abai was in power from an early age, he knew the life and needs of
people well. The peculiarity of Abai’s poetry - is the spiritual world. He summarizes
the problems that he mentioned (the importance of education, raising a child from
an early age, mastering science, education in the spirit of morality, humanity, art,
honest work, etc.) through philosophical reasoning [4, p. 45].

Throughout their long history, the Kazakh people, as inhabitants of the steppe,
accumulated unique experiences in the training and educating of the younger
generation. They developed distinctive customs and traditions, rules, norms, and
principles of human behaviour. This was necessary for the hard life of steppe
dwellers sets severe demands. People must be not only physically, but also mentally
strong to endure the difficulties of a nomadic lifestyle. The nomads were engaged
in hunting and grazing cattle, and in terms of social structure, the man functioned
both as warrior and a shepherd, and likewise was viewed as the head of the family.
Hence the Kazakh folk proverb: «For men, seventy crafts are not enough.»

The appropriate upbringing of children and ideas about morality are among the
most important issues in the history of humanity. Debate about what leads to mental
and behavioral perfection, or indeed, what it takes to become «a perfect person»
has led to a clash of views among thinkers such as Al-Farabi (872 - 950), Ibn Sina
(980 - 1037), Ibn Khaldun (1332 - 1406), among others. Great Islamic thinkers
such as these have striven to answer questions about the optimal upbringing and
the formation of a virtuous person, while their answers have differed depending on
the era in which they lived and the belief systems of their societies.

The Kazakh people, who have also always valued education, have given
the upbringing of children a national character, seeing it as wisdom born from
contemplation about the future of the nation [5]. For example, according to Abai,
children do not find knowledge on their own; knowledge needs to be introduced.
A child is born with two basic needs: the needs of the body (for food, drink and
sleep etc.) and the needs of the spirit (for knowledge). At first, so Abai says, the
needs of the spirit are so strong that children often forget about their physical
needs. Then, growing up, they often forget about the needs of the spirit and devotes
their lives solely to meeting the needs of the body [6, p. 85]. Kazakh education,
however, traditionally sought a balance: teaching children the importance of both
practical knowledge and ethics. Kazakhs endeavored to teach their children to
read and write, whatever their social or material status. To this end, many families
voluntarily donated their livestock and part of their harvest to the religious teachers
who imparted literacy to their children. Taking this principle further, Mukhtar
Auezov writes: «If you want to be a nation, mend the cradle» [7, p. 262]. In fact,
education begins not in the bassinet, but in the womb. Kind feelings and love for a
child are valuable emotions that come from a mother’s warmth and parenting. The
goal of parents is to help their children become fulfilled persons in the future, to
grow up as a conscious generation, to obtain the right education, and to find their
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place in life. Where there is no appropriate upbringing, there is no education, and
the deeper the education, the more secure the formation of the individual.

One particular feature of Kazakh education is the role played by the oral
tradition. Because of the nomadic lifestyle of the Kazakh people, oral literature
is highly developed, with knowledge passed from parent to child through oral
literature, poems and poetry. Many Kazakh poems based on everyday customs and
traditions reflect the dreams and daily lives of the people, their thoughts, and the
norms that they will bequeath to future generations. To illustrate:

«O my luckless Kazakh, my unfortunate kin,

An unkempt moustache hides your mouth and chin.

Blood on your right cheek, fat on your left —

When will the dawn of your reason begin?

Your looks are not bad, and your numbers are vast.

Yet why do you change your favors so fast?

You will never listen to sound advice,

Your tongue in its rashness is unsurpassed...»[8, p. 32].

The poetic tastes and reflections of the Kazakh people can be found in lullabies
and heroic epics, fairy tales and legends, oratorical speeches, aitys (debate by
folk instruments), proverbs, and sayings [9]. The main thrust of such national
oral education is to instill in a child such virtues as faith and morality, mercy
and justice, and an appreciation for intellectual pursuits, aesthetics, and work. To
this end, a hint, direct or indirect, is used by parents in many eastern countries to
influence children. Parental blessing also is a form of oral education that takes a
poetic form in the folk pedagogy in Kazakh culture. The blessing of parents upon
young Kazakh people has a huge impact on their life in the future.

As well as having educational and cognitive value, oral folk art also provides
spiritual and aesthetic energy, not only for the period of youth, but throughout the
entirety of a person’s life. These traditional methods, which form the basis of the
spiritual development of the child, have not lost their significance within Khazak
society even after many centuries. In this regard, Abai’s words come to mind: «The
character of a child is transmitted from three different people: the first—from the
parents, the second—from the teacher, the third—from the friend» [4, p. 69]. In
this quote, Abai explains that it is necessary to focus on what the child sees and
learns every day.

Drawing on the works of the two thinkers, al-Ghazali and Abai, I analyze their
views on such issues as the method of raising children, the place of ethics and
morality in human life, and the role of an artistic character in achieving perfection.
To do this, I look at al-Ghazali and Abai’s ideas about a person’s path to perfection,
and what it means to possess a «good disposition.»

Upbringing Aimed at Perfection

As noted, a key question raised by both al-Ghazali and Abai concerns how to
instill a pattern of perfection in children during their upbringing. Upbringing is a
process of teaching, protecting, and caring for children, designed to form a system
of personality traits, attitudes and beliefs in children [10, p. 234]. Most often, the
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child’s biological parents are involved in upbringing, it can also be a grandfather
or grandmother, an older brother or sister, a guardian, professional educators, etc
[11, p.208].

On this point, al-Ghazali says: «Know! Raising a child is one of the most
important things. Parents are responsible for the upbringing of their children. The
child’s heart is pure, tender, naive and like a pure diamond without any patterns.
Whatever decoration is placed on the heart, it has the same shape, it bends towards
the bearer» [12, p. 263]. If the child learns the good and becomes familiar with the
good, he or she will find happiness in this world and in the next. The outcome of
this will be a perfect person. On the other hand, the unattended child, al-Ghazali
proposes, will ultimately be unhappy and disappear. Furthermore, parents will be
divinely rewarded or punished depending on how they have raised their children.

According to al-Ghazali, children need to be cared for from the first days of
life. Only a religious woman can be entrusted with the care and upbringing of a
child [13, p. 57]. From the epic novel The Abai’s Way, we learn that Abai’s mother,
Zere, did not breastfeed him without performing ablutions [ 14]. According to Abali,
a shy child should not be left unattended, but should be taught modesty. In many
cases, children are dominated by greed for food, and therefore parenting begins
with teaching the etiquette of eating. In similar vein, Al-Ghazali suggests that the
more children begin to see the difference between good and evil, the more they need
to strengthen their self-control. In other words, teaching children to control their
behavior and desires at the table impacts their capacity for self-control in other,
more serious, areas of moral life. The first sign of a child’s moral development,
al-Ghazali continues, is evidenced in the level of their shyness. This is because
timidity in a child does not signal embarrassment, but rather that the child sees that
some actions are taboo in certain contexts and is ashamed to counter those social
norms.

According to al-Ghazali, if you neglect a child, it often leads to a degradation
in morals (Al-Ghazali, 1985). As a result, when the child grows up, he or she
will become a liar, envious, a thief, a complainer, or a swindler, or, as Abai puts
it, «impatient, rude, lazy, gluttonous.... There is a danger in becoming a person
with such a negative character» [6, p. 102]. The way to avoid this is through a
decent upbringing, and by teaching children the Qur’an and hadith in a madrassa.
Al-Ghazali suggests that stories about noble men and their lives can awaken in
children a love for the virtues of these figures. He explains this in the section
«Upbringing of the Soul» in his book Resurrection of the Sciences of Faith:

Ibn al-Mubarak once became the companion of a man with a vicious character
on a journey. He tolerated his misdeeds and adjusted to his mood. When it was
time to say goodbye to him, he began to cry. People were surprised and asked the
reason. Ibn al-Mubarak replied: «I felt sorry for him and wept. I lost him, but his
character stayed with him (that is, I did not have time to cultivate his character)»
[15, p. 315].

According to Al-Ghazali, through stories such as these it is possible to
teach morality. The reader should seek to imitate or learn from what they have
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read, in this instance, the importance of cultivating a good character in others.
In Kazakh culture, grandparents also play an important role in the upbringing
of children. Everyone raises a child together. Grandparents similarly teach the
grandchild national traditions, culture, communication, etiquette and share their
life experiences as stories.

The role of grandparents in the national upbringing of a generation in a Kazakh
family has always been special. Grandmothers told stories, songs and inspired
grandchildren, and grandfathers blessed and gave instructions.

«Your gray beard is worth respect.»

What wisdom are you going to tell your descendants?

You, a living chronicle of history,

Leave a precept to the descendants to preserve the traditions», — [16, p. 205].

In addition, children who were educated by their elders were called «educated
child» or «shrewd child». In a child who received spiritual education from his
grandparents, such qualities as respect, kindness, morality were clearly visible.

Furthermore, respect for elders has a special place in the culture of the Kazakh
people. That is why the elder is called «aksakal» which means a person with a gray
beard deserving respect. He is revered and, as a sign of respect, they always give
up a place of honor and nothing begins without his blessing. Children thus have a
variety of, positive, influences on their moral development [17, p. 158].

Abai connects the opinion of al-Ghazali on moral education with the qualities,
customs, and national characteristics of the Kazakh people, which he says
demonstrate how to raise a child to perfection. He states:

From the very beginning, the child does not seek knowledge on his own. First,
you need to teach him by some effort and good lie, until he gets used to looking for
knowledge himself. When a child is passionate about science and knowledge, only
then he will become a person [6, p. 113].

The key point from Abai here is the child’s desire to engage in science, and
he emphasizes that such passion and conscious love are prerequisites for the
individual to reach perfection. To this end, Abai echoes the words of al-Ghazali,
quoted previously: «The child’s heart is pure, tender, naive and like a pure diamond
without any patterns» [ 18, p. 106]. This suggests the great need for parents to ensure
«that the child becomes a person» [19, p. 103]. Thus, it seems that to awaken a love
of knowledge in children, parents need to guide them and, if necessary, train them
with all manner of efforts.

Abai considers labor and education to be the main means of moral education. He
has almost not a single work that does not speak about the importance of labor in human
life. Abai praises labor as a vital need for a person and as the basis of his morality. A
man of labor is a true bearer of virtue. As for science and education, Abai considers
them to be universal means for solving all moral problems, that is, the upbringing of a
striving for knowledge, for rationality in a young man. Abai seeks to prove the need to
make ethics scientific, as well as science - ethical and moral [20, p. 116].

In Kazakh society, it is believed that a negative social environment will
impede a child’s perfect development. Growing up in such an environment, it is
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difficult for a child to become a fully-fledged person, no matter how much effort
is applied to correcting any deficiencies, because the child has already been taught
bad habits: «These malicious children will look at duties, knowledge, and teachers
with malicious intent.» The perfection of their humanity then becomes the most
difficult task, for they do not adhere to their education, and this degrades them.

For this reason, Abai, like al-Ghazali, attaches crucial importance to protecting
the child from the consequences of bad behavior from the very beginning and
emphasizes instead instilling in them love, a sense of kindness, and compassion.
Indeed, truthfulness and malignity in life contradict each other: in general, they
are morally incompatible. Where there is malignity, moral perfection is not found.
Thus, perfection is associated with an impeccable character, whereas malignity is
associated with a bad temper.

The Human Path to Excellence

According to Al-Ghazali, the route to personal perfection is through education
and practicing morality. A person should develop spiritual and moral qualities
throughout their life and bring these to perfection [21, p. 203]. To this end, Al-
Ghazali analyzed each of the ethical categories in the system of human values.

In his view there are five obstacles that prevent a person from seeing the face
of God and the truth. These are: love of wealth, honor, and career, and imitation
and sin. One can overcome these obstacles by allowing oneself only the necessary
amount of wealth and spending the rest for the benefit of God. Otherwise, even a
single unnecessarily spent dirham will have a negative effect. That dirham, which
has been spent because of one’s love of this life, will become a barrier between the
person and God [22, p. 282].

Likewise, people should free themselves from the allure of honor to prevent
succumbing to the intoxication of fame and glory. A person who loves God seeks to
be modest, indifferent to reputation, avoids praise from others, and does not focus
on the interest shown by others [23].

Al-Ghazali believed that a perfect person must be perfect in everything and do
everything sincerely, and everything done must come from the heart. Anyone who
succeeds in this only with difficulty is not yet perfect:

If the humility that a person shows to a person is unpleasant to his soul, or is
shown with difficulty, while looking modest, then he is not a humble person. If
humility is as easy as humiliation, then one must strive for exaltation, because man
is a noble being. And humility is inherent in no one except man [24, p. 139].

Al-Ghazali thus identified the obstacles to perfection and explains how to
overcome them. For his part, Abai similarly identifies the main characteristics
of a person who can overcome such obstacles as being «knowledge, mercy, and
justice.... Among these three qualities is a well-known generosity.... These are
things that are inherent only when you search for them with your determination
and intent, otherwise they will not be there» [25, p. 72]. This remark suggests
that if a person wants to achieve perfection, he or she should persistently develop
these three qualities within, even if they are found only with great difficulty. After
all, perfection involves the improvement of one’s character and morality, which
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requires a lot of work. The poet also recognizes the importance of a person’s daily
activities in cultivating these virtues. Abai takes these concepts in unison as the
basis for becoming a perfect person. Violating this unity through, for example, the
absence of one of the three characteristics, destroys the integrity of the rest, leaving
a person only halfway to perfection.

After considering the pitfalls of human consumption, Abai advises his readers
not to exceed a measured amount:

Every good thing has a measure, but it will not go beyond the measure. Knowing
the measure is a great thing.... Drinking, eating, dressing, laughing, having fun,
hugging, kissing, accumulating wealth, looking for a career, manipulating, not
being cheated, all this has a measure [25, p. 128].

How is one to determine the limit of this measure? According to Abai, the
answer is found in an individual’s sense of shame and conscience [19, p. 150].
Where there is such a feeling, a person then resorts to reason. Many reasonable
people with a sense of conscience and shame know the measure of everything. In
other words, people’s consciences compel them to measure all their actions through
the use of reason. Al-Ghazali believed that morality is one of the most important
qualities in a person. Indeed, when we talk about humanity and goodness, we
inevitably return to morality [26, p. 200].

The «Impeccable Character» of a Perfect Person

I now turn to al-Ghazali and Abai’s definition of what constitutes the
impeccable character of a perfect person and demonstrate the continuity between
the two thinkers. Al-Ghazali firmly adheres to the principle of character in his work
[12, p. 263]. Islam encourages impeccable character, [3] and this is why Muslim
scholars attach great importance to this concept.

For example, Hasan al-Basri (642-728) wrote that «impeccable character
means being kind, being generous, and avoiding aggression» [27, p. 201]. In the
ninth century Shah Kirmani explained that «an impeccable character is not to show
aggression to another and endure adversity» [6, p. 120]. The thirteenth century
author al-Wasiti stated that «a perfect character is to please people both in times of
joy and in times of sorrow» [28, p. 26].

To understand al-Ghazali’s view of what constitutes the perfect character, one
must consider four things: firstly, good, and bad actions; secondly, how good, or
bad the action is; thirdly, the knowledge of good and bad behavior; and finally, the
person’s level of attraction to either good or evil. If someone’s soul is attracted to the
good, then that person has a good disposition. If, on the contrary, the soul is attracted
by evil actions—hurting others for example—then the person has bad morals. In
other words, if either of the above qualities is effortlessly possessed by someone,
then that denotes his character. If a person does good and feels pleasure, then he is
possessed of a good temper. It is usually difficult for such a person to commit a bad
deed. In the same way, if a person enjoys committing evil, then consequently such a
person has a bad disposition, and it is very difficult for such a one to do good.

Furthermore, al-Ghazali distinguishes character from action. That is, it is
impossible to determine a person’s character from some particular action. For
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example, there are many people who do not spend their wealth for fear of being
left without livestock, but who are recognized as generous. There are also many
miserly people who squander their wealth or cattle to please others simply to
appear good [29].

Likewise, character is not the same as strength of will. Willpower can manifest
itselfin an individual as either generosity or greed, for example. Everyone is created
by nature to have the power to show mercy or avarice. Therefore, this power of the
will does not oblige a person to be greedy or generous, merciful, or vicious [30].

Ethical concepts such as the impeccable character, are present throughout
Abai’s work also. Abai, like al-Ghazali, describes the positive effects of having an
impeccable character, such as stability in life, and teaches his readers to beware
of bad behavior: «Having indulged in envy, thoughtlessness, and now and then
falling under the influence of other people’s speeches and momentary hobbies,
you can lose your firmness of character» [31, p. 36]. Abai here condemns envy and
frivolity, praises an impeccable character, and says that a person should not lose his
mind from following the words of others out of jealousy or anger. The individual
should remain smart and cool-headed.

Creativity, for Abai, as well as for al-Ghazali, is the will to perform good
deeds, such as helping those in need in difficult times and solving their problems
through resourcefulness and ingenuity. For Abai, the question of what makes a
perfect person is the most important philosophical problem. Hence, the aim of his
ethical research is to serve this end. A perfect person for Abai is someone of high
morals, noble, ethical, hardworking, educated, patient, loyal, contented, modest,
and kind-hearted. He called on his people to be moral and humane, not to divide
others into rich and poor, and not to sow discord. He condemned laziness as an
indicator of bad behavior. Abai described the great risk of harm that laziness can
cause and warned against it, saying that «laziness is the enemy of creativity all over
the world. Puerility, infirmity, effrontery, poverty - everything comes out of it» [6,
p. 120].

A well-known poem demonstrating Abai’s concept of the complete person
is titled «Do Not Say Anything Until You Know,» and in it he expands on his
theme of becoming fully human, paying special attention to the importance of the
moral foundations of young people in society and the qualities that they should
adopt. In this poem he clarifies the need to educate and instill moral qualities in
everyone who aspires to be a fully-fledged human being. M. Myrzahmetuly [25,
p. 189] emphasizes that ‘that is why M. Auezov called this verse one of the most
informative and programmatic poems of Abai. The main question raised by Abai
in this poem is the future of the Kazakh people, and his theory concerning the
formation of a perfect person is fully laid out here. For example:

«On your path legible be.
Pride when you are cherry
And only reliable bricks
Lie in the wall being built.
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The runner sees the way

The one who catches up in a hurry.

Leads them mind and will.

Justice is the light of the soul» [32, p. 47].

Here Abai glorifies the path to achieving the perfect person. Such a one must
possess qualities of perseverance in knowledge, fairness, mercy, love, goodness, and
intelligence. Later, Abai moves on to listing specific virtues and vices, identifying
backbiting, lying, boasting, idleness and wastefulness, as the five enemies of the
human being. The five friends of the human, by contrast, are intelligence, kindness,
perseverance, modesty, and hard work [32, p. 87]. This type of comparison, where
Abai praises and contrasts a good disposition with an evil one, can be found in
most of his works.

One can also trace Abai’s continuity of thought from the opinions of al-Ghazali,
when he writes, for example: that to be a man, there are «five enemies to conquer»
and five friends to choose [8, p. 205]. Here, the poet specifically criticizes bad
behavior, such as gossip, lies, arrogance, laziness, and the squandering of wealth
and cattle. Abai’s insistence that there are five enemies to conquer is consistent not
only with the thought of al-Ghazali, but also other Muslim scholars. For example,
Wahab Ibn Munabbih (656-732) compares bad behavior to a broken clay pot; a
broken, crumbled clay pot cannot be repaired. It also cannot be used when ground
up, as its hard gravel texture can injure a person’s hands.

At the same time, Abai’s admonition to choose «five friends,» can be perfectly
combined with the ideas of al-Junaid, [13, p. 57] who wrote that «even if a person
lacks skills and knowledge, four things elevate him: kindness, modesty, generosity
and impeccable character — [for these] show the perfection of his faith». Thus, the
qualities of a perfect person that Abai and al-Ghazali advance coincide with the
opinions of other thinkers of the Muslim world, and the origins of the concepts of
being human, moral, and achieving perfect humanity are related to the long history
of the ideal of the perfect human being.

Conclusion

In conclusion, there is continuity between the thought of al-Ghazali and Abai,
based on the correlation of certain moral concepts in the two thinkers, such as
the perfect man, the path to an impeccable character, the importance of a decent
education, and the attraction to either good or evil.

The essence of the continuity and characteristics of moral teaching in the work
of the two thinkers can be said as follows:

The ethical concepts of al-Ghazali and Abai have a religious nature, which can
be called religious and ethical. The problems of man and their perfection, happiness,
and unhappiness are the main components of the socio-ethical teachings of both
thinkers. According to their statement, the change in social life can be carried out
by educating and calling the masses on the path of good.
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While the views of Ghazali on the «perfect man» (insanun kamilun) are
described in his works from the point of view of «good temper». As for Abai,
his main idea is the thesis «If you want to be a Humany». Through this thesis, he
creates the image of a «perfect man.» (adam bolam deseniz) Thus, it can be argued
that the origins of the widespread concept of «know yourself» in Abai’s work are
combined with the idea of «magrifatu an-nafs» (cognition of the soul) in the work
of Ghazali, thus revealing the mysterious nature and secrets of a perfect man [33].

In the same way, there is a noticeable continuity of Abai and Ghazali in the
problem of raising a child. According to Ghazali, neglect of raising a child often
leads to immorality. As a result, the child is more likely to become «a liar, a thief,
a complainer, a swindler, a deceiver, and a greedy person» as they get older [24, p.
139] We see the same opinion in Abai, who notes the importance of raising a child
from an early age. According to Abai, in order to become a «moral person» from
the very first days, a child needs parenting; in the worst cases, there is a possibility
that he can grow up: «Impatient, immoral, lazy and greedy» [8, p. 205].

Therefore, the ethical and aesthetic concepts of Abai, an eminent representative
of the Kazakh spiritual world, and the noble qualities of the Kazakh people, their
way of life, and their national characteristics of the Kazakhs are mainly called
religious and ethical concepts: «That is why today we call those who deal with
these issues religious thinkers. So, Abai is also a religious thinker» [4, p. 105]. A
major figure amongst the Kazakh people, the educator Akhmet Baitursynuly, in an
article entitled «Kazakh Poet,» published in 1913, summarized this sentiment as
follows: «Abai needs to be known to every Kazakhy» [31, p. 88].

A developed understanding of the work of Abai and in particular his religious
ethics, can deepen our understanding of Muslim ethics amongst the Kazakh people.
The traditions and customs of the Kazakh people (marriage, circumcision, respect
for elders etc.) are permeated with the principles of Islam. Such traditions have
special educational value for Kazakhs. For example, one of the traditional customs
of the Kazakh people is «to make way.» This means that the younger ones are
subordinate to their elders in everything and offer them a place of honor. Likewise,
at mealtimes, the elder ones begin first, and the younger ones greet them with both
hands. Mutual respect, and especially respect for elders, is instilled from childhood,
and it manifests itself in relationships with parents, relatives and even strangers. In
Kazakhstan, the respect with which people treat each other is clearly observable.

It can be argued that the moral norms proclaimed in past centuries by al-Ghazali
and Abai, condemning, on the one hand, meanness, dishonesty, and debauchery,
and on the other, praising love for God, for loved ones, for work, for perseverance
in the study of science, honesty, truthfulness, and «perfect humanity,» have not lost
their significance in our time, and have in fact acquired a new force.

Comparing the continuity of the moral ethics of Islam in the person of the
medieval Muslim scholar Al-Ghazali with the Kazakh poet Abai we tried to
demonstrate that traditional moral values were preserved in the culture and
traditions of the upbringing of the Kazakh people.

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Abstarct. The paper is devoted to the theological and philosophical activity of Philip
Melanchthon, the closest associate of Martin Luther. The article gives a brief biography of
Melanchthon. It shows his significant contribution to the creation of key doctrinal texts of
the Reformation era, namely the Augsburg Confession, the Apologia Augsburgische Con-
fession, the Schmalkalden Articulae, the Catechisms, and the so-called Formula of Con-
cord. Further, in the modern Western history of philosophy it is believed that all philosophy
of the New Age up to the Enlightenment was prepared to a large extent by Melanchthon’s
writings. “Dilthey’s thesis” that Melanchthon’s “theologia naturalis” prepared and laid
the foundations of “all the human sciences of the seventeenth century” is well known.
The paper shows that Melanchthon is not only the founder of the modern Geisteswis-
senschaften — “sciences of spirit”, but can also be considered as one of the founders of
the modern natural science philosophy. In his book “Initia doctrinae physicae” he came
very close to formulating the principle of inertia, and also insisted on the possibility of a
mathematical description of the Universe. It is no accident that in Germany Melanchthon
is called “Praeceptor Germaniae” - the Teacher or Mentor of Germany.

Introduction

There are not many personalities in the world history, whose activity could
influence the whole epoch and determine the main vectors of the world’s devel-
opment for centuries to come. Even fewer of them are those who, playing on the
world stage, could leave their contribution in many areas of human culture and
being not only the leading actor, but also the main director of the world drama
being played out. One such bright personality was Philip Melanchthon, Martin
Luther’s closest friend and associate. One cannot but agree with the famous Ger-
man philosopher Wilhelm Dilthey that “if one seeks to trace the gradual formation
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of the doctrine of an unchanging natural system of truths in the human spirit, to
try to establish in this process the influence of ancient writers, especially Roman
philosophy and the tradition conditioned by it, one should turn to Melanchthon™ [1,
p. 126]. It was Dilthey who made the famous assertion, later called “Dilthey’s the-
sis” in the history of philosophy, that Melanchthon’s “theologia naturalis” prepared
and developed all the foundations of the sciences of the spirit in the seventeenth
century [2, pp. 186-254].

Despite Dilthey’s appreciation of Melanchthon’s work as the founder of mod-
ern Geisteswissenschaften — “sciences of spirit”, even in his characterization there
is an underestimation of the role and place of Philip Melanchthon’s work in the
history of culture. Dilthey writes: “Melanchthon belongs to those people, usually
underestimated by posterity, who, not possessing creative abilities (highlighted
by the author), managed to develop a huge activity. He was not a discoverer. And
comparing himself with Luther, he felt it more strongly than others” [2, p. 160].
With all due respect to Dilthey, one can safely assert that such a statement is pos-
sible only with a cursory and superficial study of both the biography and Melanch-
thon’s work itself. Yes, Melanchthon himself very often puts Luther first in his
texts. And this is his conscious position. It has its own reasons, the consideration
of which within the framework of this article does not make sense. However, even
a cursory glance at the authorship of the main doctrinal texts of the Reformation
is enough to understand the true role and place of Philip Melanchthon within the
epoch of that time.

Formation of Philip Melanchthon’s Ideas

Melanchthon is usually known as a theologian and one of the reformers of
the Church, author of the main doctrinal document of the Protestant Church - the
Augsburg Confession “Confessio Augustiana” and the famous theological work
“Loci communes” - the first theological work of the Evangelical Church. His life,
however, was not confined to his reform work alone. The thin and even puny Mel-
anchthon always kept in the shadow of the outwardly bright and heavy figure of
Luther, playing a leading role in the schism of the Catholic Church.

Already from childhood, fate had destined him for an outstanding role. Philip
Melanchthon (Schwarzerdt) was born on February 16, 1497 in the small German
town of Bretten (Lower Palatinate), now part of Baden-Wiirttemberg. The highly
gifted young man, son of the princely gunsmith Georg Schwarzerdt from Heidel-
berg, had already made a brilliant career at an early age. He spent the first eleven
years of his life in his hometown. At the age of seven the little boy was unforgetta-
bly impressed by the siege of his native Bretten during the internecine war in which
his father took part, and was seriously wounded. A few years later, not having re-
covered from his wounds, his father died (27.10.1521) and eleven-year-old Philip
was taken to live with relatives, first in the city of Speyer, and then in Pforzheim to
his maternal relative Elisabeth Reichlin, a sister of the famous German humanist
Johann Reichlin. Her brother Johann Reichlin (1455-1522) was a prominent repre-
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sentative of the German Humanist era. Author and translator of numerous treatises,
he is known, above all, as a connoisseur of the Hebrew language. He is famous
for such works on the subject of Kabbalah as “De arte cabalistica” (On the Art of
Kabbalah) and “De vero mirifico” (On the Wonderful Word). He was persecuted
several times by the Inquisition, but always found high patrons, including Cardinal
Aegidius, head of the Augustinian order to which Martin Luther belonged.

On March 15, 1509, Johann Reichlin gave the young Philip Schwarzerdt a new
name, Philip Melanchthon. At that time, the adoption of a Latinized or Greekized
form of a name was, generally speaking, common for Renaissance representatives.

Thanks to his brilliant home education and his studies at the Latin school in Pfor-
zheim, he entered the University of Heidelberg at the age of twelve (14.10.1509),
from which he graduated two years later at the age of fourteen! In the summer of
June 10, 1511, he received his bachelor’s degree there.

At Heidelberg he receives a classical education that remained virtually un-
changed since the Middle Ages. It was based on an in-depth study of the Latin
language, its grammar, scholastic philosophy and logic. At the time it was called
the course of the Liberal Arts - the Trivium and Quadrium. The Trivium included
grammar, dialectic, and rhetoric, while the Quadrium included astronomy, arith-
metic, geometry, and music theory. Note that the study of astronomy also meant
the compulsory study of astrology, the interest and excellent knowledge of which
Melanchthon is noted by all historians. Thus, later Luther joked: “While I go to
drink beer, Philip goes to study horoscopes”.

After receiving his bachelor’s degree, because of his young age, Melanchthon
could not continue his further education in Heidelberg and in 1512 moved to Tiibin-
gen, where his famous uncle Johann Reichlin taught. The education here differs
sharply from that of Heidelberg. It is based on the so-called Via moderna, a course
of modern humanistic education. At Reichlin’s school he studied Greek and Hebrew
in depth, in other courses he studied the works of ancient philosophers and po-
ets, in parallel he studied mathematics, law, medicine, and continued to deepen his
knowledge of astronomy. At the same time he becomes interested in chronology and
world history. Two years after he began his studies, he received a master’s degree.

In the spring of 1518, he published a Greek grammar book, which brought him
his first public fame. This book subsequently went through more than fourteen edi-
tions. At Wittenberg he pursues many theological studies and in September 1519
(19.9.1519) he receives the degree of bachelor of theology - Baccalaurus biblicus.
In August 1518, at the age of 21 (!) he becomes a professor at the University of
Wittenberg. Already on the third day after taking office, he makes a speech to
students and professors about a comprehensive reform of education. Pedagogy,
educational issues have always been in the center of attention of Philip Melanch-
thon. He succeeded in laying several scientific schools in theology, philology and
pedagogy, and it is not by chance that he is called “Praeceptor Germaniae” - the
Teacher or Mentor of Germany.

In Wittenberg he met Martin Luther, and his entire subsequent life became
inextricably linked with this figure. Luther in the spiritual and political life of his
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epoch blew like a real hurricane, the result of which was a painful split in the ec-
clesiastical unity of the Christian world in the West. The history of the Reformation
began on October 31, 1517, the eve of All Saints’ Day, when Luther nailed his
famous “95 Theses” on indulgences in Wittenberg on the gates of the cathedral. At
the time, it was a common practice to express disagreement with the official point
of view. Luther was not thinking of any reform at this time, and the Theses were
in fact an invitation to a disputation. However, these “Theses” had the effect of a
bombshell. The clang of the hammer used to nail down the “95 Theses” was in-
stantly heard throughout Europe. The theses, which were intended for theologians,
were already being actively discussed in all universities and religious centers with-
in two weeks.

Events developed rapidly. In 1518 Luther holds a disputation first with his
Augustinian order, a little later with representatives of the papal authorities, first
in Augsburg, and then in 1519 in Leipzig. Luther is urged to renounce his views,
he invariably refuses and in 1520 the Pope excommunicates him from the Church,
and in the following year 1521 at the Reichstag in Worms, Holy Roman Emper-
or Charles V outlaws him. Luther was forced into hiding. Already later in 1529
Charles V, to prevent the split of the Church decided to physically destroy Luther
and his supporters. The Reichstag, which he convened at this time in Speyer, voted
for an intolerant attitude towards Lutheranism. Germany was not a united state at
this time, 6 princes disobeyed this decision and 14 cities “protested”. Thus Protes-
tantism was born and there was a church split first in Germany and then throughout
Europe.

Melanchthon was always close to Luther, deftly maneuvering between the two
parties. Luther was always intolerant, known for his harsh and even very rude
statements, speeches and writings against the Roman Pope and the Roman Catho-
lic Church in general. Melanchthon, firmly taking Luther’s position, subtly circum-
vented his harshness and sought a link to traditional Catholic theology. He became
famous as a theologian for his work Loci communes (Common Places), a synthetic
exposition of the foundations of evangelical theology.

In all the following years he was a constant participant in all political events
connected with the emergence of Protestantism. He wrote almost all the major
doctrinal texts of the Evangelical Church, namely the Augsburg Confession, the
Apologia of the Augsburg Confession, the Schmalkalden Articles, the Catechisms,
and the so-called Formula of Concord. We should also note that in the creation
of the Lutheran translation of the Bible, which led to the creation of the German
literary language, the leading role belongs also to Melanchthon, because it was
translated mainly not from Greek and not from the Latin Vulgate, but directly from
the Masoretic text of the Old Testament in Hebrew, which Melanchthon knew per-
fectly. The 28 volumes (!) of the so-called Corpus Reformatorum and 6 volumes
of supplements to them (Supplementa), written again by Melanchthon alone, form
the basis of Lutheran thought.

During the political struggle Melanchthon did not leave his intense teaching
and research activities. From under his pen come out numerous works. What is
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striking is not only and not so much their number, which is truly inclusive, but only
a cursory coverage of the topics and disciplines in which he was professionally
engaged. He published numerous textbooks, especially in Latin and Greek, books
on rhetoric, dialectic and jurisprudence, numerous theological works and commen-
taries on the texts of Holy Scripture. He translated Latin authors such as Cicero,
Ovid, Quintilian, Tacitus, Terentius and Virgil; Greek authors such as Aeschylus,
Hesiod, Lucian, Lycurgus, Pindar, Thucydides and others. He wrote in different
years on philosophical ethics and anthropology, three fundamental works on world
history, chronology and geography. A good two dozen volumes of polemics are de-
voted to current political events. And that’s just the books... Separate small works
you will find Melanchthon and on botany, medicine, natural law and the theory
of state structure. He also composed about 500 poems in Latin and about 50 in
Ancient Greek. His most extensive epistolary heritage - about 9500 letters - has
been preserved! Note that the addressees of letters were even in Moscow Russia ...
Melanchthon’s work capacity was truly titanic. In his youth, his friends seriously
feared for his health, seeing the intensity of his studies ...

Influence of Philip Melanchthon’s Concepts on the World Philosophy

Until the end of the nineteenth century, Melanchthon’s works were assiduous-
ly studied not only in Protestant universities but also in Catholic universities. And
this is not surprising! One of the leading trends in modern Catholic thought is still
Neo-Thomism, the modern continuation of scholastic philosophy. Besides Thomas
Aquinas himself, the main representative of the so-called second scholasticism was
Francisco Suarez (1548-1617). His main work Metaphysical Disputations (1597)
was a response to one of Melanchthon’s philosophical works, namely his Dialectic.

Once again, in the Western history of philosophy, the view is firmly estab-
lished that all subsequent philosophy of the New Age, up to the Enlightenment,
was prepared to a large extent by Melanchthon’s writings. At the very beginning of
this article we referred to Wilhelm Dilthey’sstatement that Melanchthon’s “theolo-
gia naturalis” prepared and laid the foundations of “all the human sciences of the
seventeenth century”.

This fact is well known, for the last century it is devoted, especially in Germa-
ny, a large amount of literature and in this paper we will not dwell on it in detail.
The emphasis will be on a somewhat different aspect of Melanchthon’s activity,
which for a long time remained in the shadows and only recently has received
proper coverage.

In 1997, the 500th anniversary of Philip Melanchthon’s birth was widely cel-
ebrated in Germany. In connection with the anniversary, a great number of new
publications devoted to his activities appeared. And here came publications that
reasonably prove that the foundation of our scientist-technocratic civilization is
also directly connected with Melanchthon’s works. To be more precise, a number
of his works as early as the sixteenth century laid the foundations of the modern
understanding of the natural sciences. It was he who, a century before Descartes
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and Galileo, put forward the ideas that laid the foundations of our scientistic civi-
lization. For example, in the book “Initia doctrinae physicae” Melanchthon comes
very close to formulating the principle of inertia, which only a century later will be
completed by Galileo and Descartes, as well as not ambiguously states the possi-
bility of a mathematical description of physical phenomena, which at that time was
contrary to the prevailing Aristotelian ideas about the world. Here I can refer to the
research of the contemporary German philosopher, director of the Melanchthon
House-Museum in Bretten, Giinter Frank.

Frank notes that the key concept in Melanchthon’s natural philosophy is that
of motion. For him it is obvious: nature is not cognizable in the negation of motion.
Like the entire preceding tradition, he regards motion as the basic phenomenon of
nature.

However, the question arises, how exactly is motion to be understood as a
primary phenomenon of natural processes? And formally Melanchthon follows the
Aristotelian position when discussing this question, which he considers against
the background of various commentators: “motion is the act of an entity that is in
potentia, precisely because it (the entity) is in potentia (motus est actus eius quod
est in potentia, inquantum huiusmodi)” [3, p. 45]. By ens in potentia he means an
object that can take form and strive for it. Actus, on the other hand, is action, activ-
ity in the object itself, which can become substatial or accidental. This distinction
played a major role in the traditional understanding of motion: motion that does
not move itself was regarded as accidental, and, on the contrary, that which moves
itself was regarded as substantive. Nature was seen as the subject of motion.

As Giinter Frank notes, it was decisive that “Melanchthon is interested only in
the accidental side of movement, which he identifies with the Aristotelian concept
of ‘entelechy’ and, like Boethius and Cicero, translates as ‘actus’, i.e. activity (ac-
tion). He formulates his understanding of motion in this way: motion is an act, i.e.,
an action, i.e., the attainment of form or purpose, or the loss of form in an object
that is “in potency”, i.e., that can assume form or aspire to it. (Movement) is an act
as long as the object strives for that form” [4, pp. 22-36].

This definition of motion was unacceptable to the scholastic philosophers. In
general, the following conclusion follows from it: motion, having been started for
some reason, can exist independently, until it is stopped by other forces, and does
not pass to rest, as Aristotle supposed, having reached its “natural place”. This
means, however, that motion, once begun, may never cease. Such a conclusion is
in no way consistent with the Aristotelian understanding of motion. In this under-
standing of motion, a body can move by virtue of its inherent property. This means
the understanding of motion as an accidental action, which essentially destroys the
Aristotelian understanding of motion. For Aristotle, the concept of motion is con-
nected with the doctrine of act and potency, with the essence of a thing, and thus
has an ontological character. With the understanding of motion as an accidental
action there is, we can say, a de-ontologization of this concept. Motion can now be
explained by the properties inherent in the object itself and the causes of motion,
and does not require clarification of the essence of the thing.
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According to Melanchthon, nature can be conceptualized within the frame-
work of the universal connection of phenomena, the connection of everything with
everything, the universal causality of being, on the basis of which motion can be
understood. Such a position cannot be regarded as materialistic, but is related to the
deontologization of Aristotelian-Scholastic naturphilosophy. “The rejection of the
doctrine of act and potency in the notion of motion, central to Aristotelian ontology
and universal causality in no way means for Melanchthon a break from the divine
basis of the world. For him it is the elimination of the old dualism: the forces for
the explanation of motion and matter do not appear from outside, do not oppose
them in an ontological sense; the whole order comes from nature itself, since God
created it in this way” [4, pp. 45 - 46].

Melanchthon’s philosophy shows a clear tendency to understand nature solely
on the basis of its immanent principles and laws, a tendency that would later be
completed only by René Descartes, in whom all the soul-spiritual became com-
pletely separated from matter. This tendency leads ultimately to the understanding
of matter as something independent, with its own laws and independent existence.
It is significant to note that it was Melanchthon who was one of the first to intro-
duce the concept of “machina mundi’ and “universa machina”’, which is character-
ized by universal causality manifested through mathematical structures.

So, summarizing here, we can state that Melanchthon’s naturphilosophical
works were the ideological basis, on which later were built the foundations of a
completely new understanding of natural science, characteristic of our era.

Originality of Philip Melanchthon’s thinking

If we return to Dilthey’s thesis, in this paper I will focus only on the following.
After Dilthey’s work, when Melanchthon’s role in the history of culture became
clear, the sword of Damocles loomed over the figure of Luther’s associate. It was
with him, with his works that the secularization of theology, the rationalization
of the truths of Revelation, the dissociation of theology and philosophy, or to put
it briefly: the Reformer and Humanist came to be seen as the forerunner of the
philosophy of the Enlightenment, which paved a direct path to all the troubles of
modern civilization.

Such a statement is too straightforward and does not correspond to historical
facts. Here I can refer again to Giinter Frank’s work on Melanchthon’s philosophy
“Die theologische Philosophie Melanchthons (1497-1560)” [4, p. 50]. The work
shows that Melanchthon’s entire philosophy is based on fundamentally different
foundations than the philosophy of the coming Enlightenment. And there is no
paradox here. Yes, Melanchthon’s philosophy prepared and laid the foundations
for a new understanding of the world order from social philosophy to natural phi-
losophy, but, if we can put it this way, the prepared vessel was subsequently filled
with a fundamentally different content.

Here I shall only dwell on one point in Melanchthon’s philosophy where the
difference with New European philosophy is clearly seen. His whole social philos-
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ophy is closely connected with his anthropology. Melanchthon in this point follows
a traditional metaphysics that goes back to the philosophy of Plato and Aristotle.
More specifically, his anthropology, the doctrine of the soul, is primarily closely
related to the metaphysics of Albert the Great, Cicero, and is also based on his own
interpretation of the Apostle Paul’s Epistles to the Romans. Key for Melanchthon
is the notion of “notitiae naturales”. According to this concept, the human soul (an-
ima), or rather its highest beginning (mens), is originally connected with God him-
self. Man, following this position, possesses, from the very moment of his creation,
the capacity for direct understanding of the essence of things. His mind possesses
transcendent faculties that take him beyond the created world. It is clear that such
a position has nothing in common either with nominalism, which has been tried to
be associated with the name of Melanchthon, or with the forthcoming philosoph-
ical discourse of Descartes or Francis Bacon. Both proceed from a “pessimistic
epistemology”. As Martin Heidegger quite rightly observes, if one disassembles,
the basis of New European philosophy is not the cogito at all, but René Descartes’s
method of universal doubt. As Heidegger notes, cogitare is Descartes’s “essen-
tially doubting representation, double-checking, calculating provision: cogitare is
dubitare .... Doubt is here understood as an essential referring to the indubitable,
the unambiguous, and its authentication..... That all cogitare is essentially dubitare
means nothing else than: representation is a securing establishment” [5, p. 123]. At
the heart of New European philosophy, despite its numerous transformations, lies
the method of doubt. 1t is this method, which, having emerged at the dawn of the
modern era, permeates, binds together, but at the same time undermines the entire
edifice of modern culture. It is this principle that dissolves even human subjectivi-
ty, which, in our opinion, is the basis of the entire postmodern era. If the method of
doubt is universal, as Descartes said, then it is bound to challenge the assertion of
az esm, I am, which is thebasis of all subjectivity.

We find a radically different approach and different consequences in Melanch-
thon. Whereas in Descartes we can speak of “epistemological pessimism”, here
the position is exactly the opposite. Melanchthon recoils from the “metaphysics of
light” characteristic of the entire Neoplatonist tradition. There is a /ight that per-
vades every human being, and its root lies in the transcendent spheres, which opens
up completely different horizons of cognition for man. It is also important that this
light is one for everyone, which lays down, in principle, completely different para-
digmatic settings for society. All of the above requires, generally speaking, a more
detailed discussion, which we will try to fulfill in the following works devoted to
the work of Philip Melanchthon.

Conclusion

To summarize, we can state that Melanchthon’s socio-philosophical views,
based on his theology, have a dual character. On the one hand, he relied on the
ancient tradition, but at the same time he laid down new paradigmatic approach-
es, unfortunately, only partially realized in the future. The same duality accompa-
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nied, by the way, his socio-political activity. Melanchthon, despite all the collisions
among the circle of Reformers, first of all Luther, Calvin and Zwingli, constantly
acted as a reconciler, seeking a compromise between them, but also with the Cath-
olic Church. Unfortunately, as is unanimously noted by all unbiased historians,
the Reforms that were carried out led Europe into the future to a series of bloody
wars and events that did not clearly end until a century and a half later, only after
the devastating Thirty Years War in 1649. Even more disturbing, in our view, was
the spiritual climate in Europe, and subsequently in America, a Protestant power
in spirit, that arose with the advent of Protestantism. The reform had to be carried
out within Catholicism, without splitting it, which is what all the activities of the
Reformers, among whom Philip Melanchthon was and played not the least role,
eventually led to.

The present study aims to fill this gap
by developing a theoretical model for intercultural communication, focusing on dialogue
as a key component. The findings underscore the role of culture as a universal integrator
in cross-cultural communication and international relations, offering new perspectives
on how cultural factors influence modern global interactions.

Introduction
The exploration of international processes inevitably necessitates

addressing theoretical and methodological issues regarding the role of
culture and intercultural communication within these processes. This study

aims to develop a new theoretical model that considers the influence of cultural
factors on international interactions and the identity of subjects in international
relations.
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On the one hand, this arises from the tendency among experts to expansively
define the concept of «culture», which in contemporary terms often aligns closely
with the concept of a «political entity». When culture is understood in this manner,
it is not merely seen as another synonym for «nation» or «state». Instead, its use
implies a dynamic approach to assessing developments in the political sphere,
as it functions as a comprehensive integrator within a «complex society». This
integration involves combining various methods of structuring a society on a
macro-level, both in its origins and orientation [1].

Additionally, the associated meanings linked with the concept of culture» in
the realm of international relations naturally give rise to the notion of embracing
positive scenarios for global interactions. Presently, the approach to negotiating
processes, referred to as the «culturaly approach, can also be viewed from a
different perspective — one that emphasizes the deficiencies in the negotiation
culture [2]. This culture represents the epitome of a diplomat’s expertise, where
they can engage in a well-structured and positive dialogue while ensuring respect
for all participants and the utmost propriety in selecting methods to address the
defined objectives.

In contemporary international affairs, cultural diplomacy (as an element of
public diplomacy) holds a distinctive position, alongside a phenomenon aligned
with the more specific notion of «cultural diplomacy» [3]. Scholars frequently link
these concepts to the concept of «soft power». However, a distinction exists between
them: cultural diplomacy encompasses more than just the active dissemination
of one’s values abroad, which includes practices like cultural exchanges. It also
entails an ongoing focus on engaging with value partners to foster an «interactive
dialogue» that involves the synthesis of these values [4].

Despite the extensive research literature covering valuable empirical material
in detail, there is a shortage of working generalizations. A precise theoretical
examination, combined with a practical and responsible analysis of the unique
nature of interactions characterizing these pivotal aspects of international relations,
serves to enhance the efficiency of research initiatives and practical endeavors,
particularly in the realm of education [5].

Methodology

The methodology of this article focuses on analyzing intercultural
communication as a key resource for optimizing the contractual process in
international relations, employing categories and approaches from the philosophy
of culture. This study discusses the development of generalizing models that
enable a comparative analysis of heterogeneous materials while also addressing
the methodological limitations inherent in such comparisons.

To achieve the overarching goal of this research, several specific tasks are
outlined:

— Clarification of Intercultural Communication: The first task involves a
thorough clarification of the interpretation of intercultural communication from
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logical and philosophical perspectives. This step is crucial for establishing a solid
theoretical foundation.

— Synthesis of Values: The second task is to determine the formal conditions
necessary for the «synthesis of values» that leads to the optimization of the
contractual process. This involves identifying the key elements that facilitate value
integration among diverse cultural contexts.

— Connection of Cultural Codes: The third task seeks to substantiate the
relationship between «cultural codes» and linguistic-cultural frameworks, using
value and behavioral models that characterize representatives from various cultures.
This analysis will highlight how cultural frameworks influence communication
and negotiation processes.

The novelty of the proposed approach lies in the advancement of a
contemporary version of the theory of understanding. This version aims to identify
mutually acceptable interpretations while maintaining the essential ability to
form a common field of argumentation. Ultimately, this study advocates for the
establishment of a new theoretical model within the scientific community that
accurately describes the dynamics of international processes, grounded in a robust
logical and philosophical framework.

Analysis and Results

The philosophical examination of intercultural communication encompasses
an exploration of the related phenomena and strives to uncover its fundamental
nature. Despite the diversity of philosophical doctrines and methods, a central
theme remains the exploration of the principles that underpin specific phenomena.
In certain contexts, culture serves as a «communication universe» [6]. A simplified
definition of the boundaries of the process referred to as «naming to address
challenging situations» [7] represents the historical point from which philosophy
originates and finds its foundation. Language breathes life into understanding
as a parallel process, existing within and actively impacting the real world. The
boundary that distinguishes objects from the «common understanding» resembles
glass: at times, it can be ambiguous, and at other times, evident; it neither permits
immediate entry into the «mirror» nor discourages the pursuit of doing so.

The process of aligning (or perhaps more accurately termed as identification)
various levels of comprehending meaning ultimately shapes the reality emerging
from obscurity, brought into clarity through language. Therefore, philosophy is
inherently an exploration of enigmas. It is no coincidence that Aristotle asserts
that the inception of philosophy is marked by astonishment [8]. Time provides
a framework for potential interpretations of this enigma, assigning a weight that
corresponds to duration. However, the «specific significance» of a word does not
solely stem from time. If a word endures, if someone can grasp its meaning, it
arises not only from its historical context. There exists an alternative source of
significance, possessing a timeless essence, which only becomes apparent within
the confines of time. Current discourse often emphasizes traditional values,
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serving as a prominent method for individuals engaged in international matters
to demonstrate their connection to a realm of lasting importance. Philosophical
rationalism, aptly characterized as bitter, insists on the equally essential and
simultaneously unreliable nature of human consciousness in approaching these
principles. From this perspective, everyone possesses the means, yet not all have
the opportunity to utilize them.

The enigma of intercultural communication emerges when we pose a basic
question about the resemblance (or contrast) between cultures as complete social
entities and their potential to connect through a shared semantic realm, often
referred to as the «third reality». What’s notable is that the level of arbitrariness
in its establishment holds less significance - any agreement inherently implies
the establishment of a reasonably sturdy communication foundation, entailing
the quest for a common means of expression [9]. The issue at hand concerns the
sustainability of the «cultural content» acquired through this process. Nevertheless,
one of the principal objectives of the thesis is to optimize its effectiveness with
ongoing dedication, or at the very least, to uphold its operational state.

Positivism, as conceived by its founder Auguste Comte, focuses on strict
descriptions of observed phenomena as the only valid form of knowledge in the
philosophy of science. This contrasts with the philosophy of life, which posits the
idea of an infinite and purposeless creation of the world. In the original teachings of
N.Y. Danilevsky in his era, these two philosophies coexisted, revealing as much as
one’s self-culture allowed. However, they remained somewhat impenetrable to each
other [10]. Does this suggest that their communication is mere fiction? Following
the strict principles of contemporary comparativism, people from different cultures
can never achieve full mutual understanding as if they belong to the same culture.
This situation raises the question of how they can establish any form of agreement
[11]. Moreover, how is the challenge of cultural communication distinct from
that encountered by individuals who, within the same language, culture, and even
a single family, sometimes fail to comprehend each other? This leads us to the
subsequent philosophical development from the twentieth century: in the absence
of complete understanding, what remains are interpretations and the conflicts that
stem from them [12], which challenge the inconsistency inherent in the concept of
«exchange of complementary values» [13]. The clash of interpretations represents
a standpoint that allows for a more detailed examination of mutual inconsistencies
through the comparison of mirrored images of each other.

This implies a departure from acknowledging the «ontology of meaningy»
and rejects the notion that it is universally accessible, including the possibility of
translating it into languages of various cultures. This viewpoint conveys a sense
of refined skepticism, not merely relativizing the truth in a sophistical manner but
rooted in the nihilistic acknowledgment of its demise. However, even within the
realm of post-metaphysical nihilism, the notion of truth persists in one specific
context. As it is still permissible to discuss this concept, individuals engaged in
communication are encouraged to shift from their speculative, localized truth
constructions —which tend to not only touch upon ontology but also engage in the act

of ontologizing their ideas and presenting them as values — towards acknowledging
the inherent inadequacy of these constructions in capturing the whole essence of
existence. Truth manifests by stepping away from reflective conceptualization,
favoring a more profound examination of discursive practices. This approach
aligns with the cultural turn in epistemology, a concept distinctly delineated in
the works of L.S. Vygotsky [14]. Therefore, by relinquishing epistemological
optimism that claims the potential for a positive model of knowledge within the
realm of «beginnings» (an area where metaphysics has been «refined» by science),
it becomes justified to adopt a new, epistemologically balanced approach. This
approach guides consciousness towards exploring existential-cognitive endeavors
that do not aim to grasp the ultimate meaning but rather stimulate the process of
establishing meaning [15].

In the XX century, the field of science took a cautious approach toward gaining a
positive understanding of cultural interactions [16]. This approach does not attempt
to delve into discussing ultimate truths, especially those of a metaphysical nature,
as if they could serve as subjects for scientific analysis. As a result, it has simplified
the perspective on the issue of intercultural communication. When communication
is seen not so much as pure communication but instead as interaction or
transaction, its true significance lies not solely in comprehension or interpretation,
but in practical actions. Therefore, any collaborative effort undertaken signifies
effective communication. As a result, communicators must accurately encode and
decode information, and both the sender and receiver must effectively manage,
receive, and process the information necessary for addressing practical issues, this
underpinning of the cross-cultural interaction topic ensures that assessments within
this sphere are empirically confirmable. This approach excludes considerations
of values, the meaning of life, and other concepts beyond empirical validation
from the realm of scientific knowledge. Despite the intimate connection between
«information and communication», the grounding of information in relevant
social-philosophical theories lacks empirical substantiation [17]. Technologies
built upon this theoretical communication model reached unprecedented levels of
development in the twentieth and twenty-first centuries, ushering in new modes of
interaction and profoundly reshaping existing ones, from radio and television to
aviation. These advancements reshaped daily life, altered human consciousness,
social structures, and had a notable impact on psychophysiology and ethics, as
discussed by Luhmann [18].

In light of the transformative events in communication driven by the scientific,
technical, and information revolution, there have been substantial global shifts in
public consciousness [19]. Drawing from O. Spengler’s perspective, the fabric
of culture, including its temporal and spatial dimensions, is undergoing dynamic
alterations. This has led contemporary philosophers of culture to explore the
realms of mathematics and linguistics [20]. They seek to understand and examine
how culture encapsulates the most crucial methods of understanding space-time
relationships inherent to its distinctive mode of thinking, particularly when this
mode of thinking is regarded as an intellectual quest of the world. Simultaneously,
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numerous contemporary transformations are associated with a return to strategies
that were previously discarded by culture or were not at the forefront of cultural
discourse, such as archaization [21]. Due to the developments in communication
spurred by the scientific, technical, and information revolution, profound global
shifts have occurred in the collective consciousness [22]. In line with O. Spengler’s
perspective, the temporal and spatial dimensions of culture, constituting its
dynamically evolving fabric, are undergoing transformation. Consequently,
contemporary philosophers of culture are increasingly turning to disciplines like
mathematics, exemplified by Knezhevi and linguistics. They are exploring how
culture encodes the most significant methods of interpreting space-time relations
intrinsic to its unique mode of thought, especially when this mode is seen as an
intellectual exploration of the world. Simultaneously, there is a resurgence of
certain strategies, once discarded by culture or no longer in the mainstream, like
archaization [23].

Luhmann’s communication theory asserts the necessity of regarding
communication as an autonomous entity, a self-contained cycle of reproduction
(autopoiesis) within a social system, where «information,» «message,» and
«understanding» are interconnected components [24]. Within this context, the current
eraischaracterized asaperiod in which «comprehensive knowledge about mental and
social systems is no longer attainable» [25] . In contrast, Russian scholars emphasize
that 20th-century philosophy sought, through communication, to reintroduce the
notion of subjectivity. Simultaneously, the philosophy of communication reverts
to a hermeneutical approach [26]. Furthermore, the broad applicability of concepts
inherent to communication theory and their depersonalization forms the basis for
the potential for agreement. In essence, this transition signifies a shift from the
«individual» (subject) to the «universal» (intersubjectivity) once more [27]. Linear
thinking, which was once the prevailing norm in the Eurocentric civilization,
was grounded in the Abrahamic meta-narrative. This overarching narrative was
built upon the redefinition of space influenced by ancient Greek mathematics and
the Late Hellenistic perspective on time, as elucidated by Augustine. Presently,
these cultural reference frames are being replaced by alternative interpretations of
space and time, introducing a sense of relative perspectives. The new methods of
establishing meaning draw inspiration from models such as the dynamics of neural
connections, rhizomatic structures (a non-systemic complexity akin to a «tuber»-
rhizome), and the deconstruction of binary thinking, leading to the recognition of
the principle of plurality. In international relations theory, this shift in perspective
is illustrated by the emergence of the concept of multipolarity, which recognizes
the necessity for such a shift [28]. This concept is currently widely acknowledged
as one of the most promising and practical approaches. Another untested domain
is the study of processes within the field of education, a traditional vehicle for
transmitting cultural heritage. The international stature demanded from leading
universities in our country necessitates alignment with some of the fundamental
values rooted in our national culture while accommodating new educational
standards. This alignment need not be absolute and definitive, but in its absence,
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educational institutions would either need to undergo a profound transformation of
the entire country’s mindset (an improbable feat) or adapt their academic standards
to align with existing socio-cultural conditions. Failure to do so when delivering
educational services abroad could result in producing compliant conformists rather
than capable professionals who are prepared to act in the best interests of themselves
and their country. Hence, the role of philosophy in modern education primarily
focuses on nurturing competencies in knowledge, skills, and goal-setting abilities,
while considering the intricacies of understanding the «Other» within the context
of partnership relations. It’s worth noting that in rapidly advancing countries like
China, philosophy occupies a prominent place within higher education structures.
It not only provides a framework for ideologically sound methodologies but also
offers meaningful approaches to processing knowledge that steer consciousness
toward methodologically relevant solutions to practical challenges. Philosophy
serves as a secondary language level, essentially functioning as a meta-language.
In this sense, it can be perceived as universal since it reinterprets meanings rather
than how they are represented within a particular linguistic and cultural context.
This reconstruction includes reflection on such matters, of course. On the other
hand, philosophy must retain the core meaning of language words and expressions
that are unique to the language in which the philosopher communicates. It is
contrary to the essence of philosophy when it is described, as M. Heidegger labeled
it, as «chatter» When Russian literary critics draw parallels to «bird language»
they are emphasizing that philosophy is a meta-language primarily designed
to approach the very essence itself [29]. Looking at it from this standpoint,
philosophical abstractions embody the essence, highlighting not just the meaning
but the profound depth of understanding. These philosophical abstractions are far
from empty; they are all-encompassing. In this context, philosophy can manifest
itself in any language, yet its purpose is not so much about articulation but rather
about maintaining silence. This silence arises from the intrinsic inability to fully
convey the pure essence using anything other than the precise language it strives to
transcend. Therefore, philosophy, much like diplomacy and medicine, straddles the
realms of both art and science. Throughout its history, philosophy has consistently
sought to transcend the «black hole of egocentrism» [30] inherent in individual
consciousness, accomplishing this by bridging the essence of phenomena into
the domain of communication. Language plays a vital role in enabling this shift
due to its inherently interpersonal nature. Furthermore, communication inherently
presupposes interaction among individuals, people, and sentient beings. While
objects, devices, or even water in containers can connect in various ways, only
humans possess the unique ability to truly share. Hence, the exploration of
philosophical anthropology, the reinforcement of the biographical method, and
other qualitative approaches within the realm of «non-classical» science take on a
pivotal role in cultural-relational epistemology, given the paramount importance of
human beings in this context.

The transformative developments in the field of communication that have
transpired in the last fifty years have exhibited a range of expressions within
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various cultural environments. When overlaid with local strategies, communication
technologies induce distinct reconfigurations within individuals themselves.
Contrary to predictions, our posthuman future is not solely characterized by a
trend of homogenization; instead, there is a layering effect that maintains a delicate
balance between global trends and local conceptions of their national culture’s
place, time, and destiny. This preservation is achieved through language, traditions,
customs, and religious beliefs [31]. Simultaneously, there is a rather unexpected
and often overlooked aspect of this external unification’s role in intercultural
communication. While it can sometimes serve as a force that erodes national
and cultural identities, including language and thought, the unification tendency
also fosters the creation of a socio-cultural community. This shared experience
of navigating the intersection between culture and technology, particularly digital
technologies and the devices built upon them, brings together people who represent
unique cultural positions. Besides the essential human emotions of happiness,
suffering, affection, and empathy, modern culture introduces the experience of its
involvement with technology and digital devices. These everyday features, which
draw numerous countries and peoples closer in terms of their sensory acceptance
or rejection of new communicative phenomena, establish new points of contact in
intercultural communication. These points of contact have the potential to influence
international processes predictably.

A comprehensive examination of this domain, viewed from various angles, also
necessitates a philosophical analysis of the ongoing developments. Such analysis
helps uncover the most fundamental trends in the creation of new meanings at their
core. In this context, the initial question posed in this article finds the following
solution: enhancing the effectiveness of a professional international expert in
the realm of intercultural communication involves systematically monitoring
the evolution of the semantic and value frameworks of cultures engaged in
interactive dialogues. At the very least, this entails continually expanding one’s
knowledge and perspectives. There is no way around the ongoing exploration
of new phenomena in everyday culture, the systematic exploration of economic,
political, legal, and artistic aspects of culture, ranging from folklore to high art, is
crucial. This exploration includes a thorough examination of how these aspects are
expressed through language. To accomplish this, individuals need to develop these
skills, drawing from their own cultural background and heritage. Furthermore, it
necessitates the timely development of competence in analyzing cultural axioms,
primarily employing the methods of cultural philosophy that focus on a comparative
analysis of processes in their full depth, breadth, and uniqueness.

The application of the theory of nonlinear connections in socio-humanitarian
fields of knowledge is not solely linked to a reevaluation of our understanding
of culture’s structure and functions. One of its fundamental aspects is related to
the process of change, a concept traditionally akin to the philosophical notion
of «movement.» It’s akin to the idea that rapid movement approaches a state
of rest [32]. This concept bears a resemblance to artworks created by A. Labas,
depicting passengers in high-speed transportation. In these works, the apparent
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«trajectory» of the passenger’s experience is almost indistinguishable from a fixed
point in space. This visual shift, which revealed the potential of hieroglyphic
cultures, aligns with the same transformative direction. It redirects the flow of
thought from a linear to a nonlinear format. The processes described are beyond
the reach of scientific statistics for measurement and control. They exist within
the realm of language, evading precise quantification. Without such language or
carefully articulated clarifications, any attempt at exact calculation is susceptible
to inaccuracies stemming from improperly operationalized concepts or paradoxes
that emerge when confronting ideas that cannot be directly operationalized. It is
not always feasible to exclude these ideas from calculations since neglecting such
metaphysical aspects often erodes the essence of culture. Immanuel Kant provided
significant justification for the unscientific nature of concepts such as «God»,
«world» and «soul». He illustrated the adverse consequences that even a partial
loss of these concepts could have on science. This situation becomes even more
evident in the realm of ethics, as Kant argued that «ideas of pure reason» play dual
roles in regulation and construction. These ideas hold a non-empirical significance
in culture, contributing to an individual’s sense of life’s purpose. Their absence,
even if it leads to more accurate calculations, can be detrimental to the human way
of life or culture. Thus, the philosophy of communication retains its relevance,
even when existentialism is not in the foreground.

Culture is intrinsically linked to the process of creating meaning. The term
«logos,» which translates to a «rational word,» also embodies the concept of
«meaningy in ancient Greek. Etymologically, «logos» traces back to the notion of
counting and calculation. Its meanings encompass «report,» «reason,» and «law.»
It is not a coincidence that many European languages associate «thinking» and
«counting» [33]. You can engage in calculation (and thus responsibly believe) when
you comprehend the need for trust. Otherwise, you may end up with fantastical
outcomes that are unsuitable even for high-quality simulation. The crisis of the
scientific model of knowledge, a topic extensively discussed by philosophers
in the twentieth century, has brought the question of values back into the realm
of analysis. Today, it is the moment to replace the inquiry about meaning at the
forefront, of course, approached with the utmost correctness and responsibility.
One promising approach to tackle this subject is A.V. Smirnov’s theory of the
collective cognitive unconscious, which focuses on the capacity for thought
embedded in the language specific to a particular culture [34]. Hence, delving into
the study of international relations processes necessitates addressing the nature of
language and the cognitive patterns it conveys. A.V. Smirnov’s statement remains
valid: when viewed from the perspective of intercultural communication, a culture
possesses less self-awareness than an external viewpoint engaged in translation.
This observation resonates with R. Kipling’s remark «Oh, the West is the West, the
East is the East and they will not leave their places.» It prompts us to consider
the fundamental principles of translation. Translation is seldom straightforward,
as cultural and historical context often plays a pivotal role. Unless a «semantic
primitivey» directly represents a simple action, such naming provides minimal
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information. Therefore, it can be argued that the accuracy of translation should
be assessed based on the correspondence between the translated content and the
third party involved — reality. However, philosophy has long demonstrated that
the alignment of knowledge with factual reality is an analogy, and it is not always
straightforward to verify this alignment through action, which remains an extra-
cognitive phenomenon.

Another aspect to consider is how to verify this alignment with reality in
situations where experimentation is not feasible, especially in cases requiring
analytical predictions of potential future outcomes, particularly in the context
of its applicability to international processes. For instance, the study of trends
in migration legislation necessitates an exploration of the semantic core of both
the host society and the migrant communities. These meanings, or rather, their
compatibility or lack thereof, establish a field of negotiation, legitimizing certain
forms of behavior while marginalizing or even criminalizing others. Additionally,
this domain is not solely about meaning; it encompasses meaningful actions and
practices. It’s important to note that the Kipling ballad mentioned earlier is not
just about words; it embodies common values — such as courage, honor and love
(or more specifically, actions stemming from these values) — which bring together
people from various origins and cultures.

Conclusion

To explore the renewed interest in the question of meaning within the
examination of international processes, which complements and further delves into
the rekindling of the question of values in this domain, it is crucial to utilize the
methodology of cultural philosophy. This involves conducting novel investigations
into the linguistic and practical aspects of these processes occurring within the
sociocultural space. Equally crucial is the systematic comparison of the findings
derived from corporate analyses of international intercultural communication
activities. This comparison not only enables the scientific reconstruction of the
semantic core that defines the distinct content of a given culture but also reveals
the universal underpinnings within it.

Furthermore, introducing a significant number of philosophical terms into the
educational process, along with the development of their corresponding content, to
capture various facets of intercultural communication is pivotal in the context of
the problem addressed in this article. Some of these terms include philosophical,
comparative studies, sense-setting, and the axiological foundation of culture.
Examining their practical significance through the lens of communication strategies
elevates the skill set of international experts to a higher level.

The analytical approach outlined above is not arbitrary but rather a necessity.
In the current landscape of global processes, any analyst must adopt a similar
framework. However, this does not imply that contemplation on this subject is
a matter of choice. Just as people inherently think logically, it does not render
logic as a science redundant. Similarly, active participation in intercultural
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communication, which presupposes the mastery of relevant competencies, does
not eliminate the need for reflection on how to engage in international relations
consciously. This analytical process forms the bedrock of a well-founded
resolution of promising challenges, which, in turn, underpins intercultural
interaction and simultaneously renders it complex in terms of the potential
ramifications of particular decisions.

Semiosis as an Attribute of Culture

Abstract. The article analyzes the third in status (along with the material and spiritual)
sphere of culture, called the “semiosphere”. This sphere is formed by special activity - sign
activity (otherwise - semiosis). The authors analyze some basic interpretations of the essence of
a sign and especially a symbol. The article offers the author’s understanding of these concepts.
It is noted that it is possible to adequately determine the essence of a sign only by relying on
the dialectics of the ideal (in German Ideelle) and the real. Many researchers do not take this
dialectic into account, as a result of which they make various kinds of mistakes. The article
notes that a symbol is, firstly, a sign-artifact, and secondly, a sign endowed with an increased
value meaning. In conclusion, the authors criticize the position that reduces all culture to the
semiosphere.

Key Approaches to the Study of the Phenomenon of Religiosity as the Basis for the
Formation of Religious Literacy and Tolerance

Abstract. The article discusses methodological approaches to the study of religiosity as a
basis for studying and solving issues related to identifying the level of religious knowledge and
the formation of religious literacy and tolerance.

The purpose of this article is to systematize scientific and theoretical approaches to the
study of the designated problem, as well as to identify methodological problems associated
with its study. The article substantiates the need to consider the problem of religious literacy
and tolerance in the context of the transformation of the religious consciousness of modern
youth. The identified causes of the religious renaissance in the culture of modernity emphasize
the need for deeper research that would reveal the causes of the growth of religiosity. The au-
thors have studied and presented the existing multidimensional and one-dimensional models of
measuring religiosity, their possibilities and disadvantages, and also focuses on the need for a
qualitative analysis of the identified problem.

It is noted that existing methods, as a rule, focus on quantitative analysis, leaving internal
motivations and guidelines outside the study. The need to move to more comprehensive and quali-
tative methods of analysis that can reveal the essential aspects of religiosity, and therefore religious
literacy and tolerance, is emphasized. This will not only improve the quality of scientific research,
but also have a positive impact on solving urgent and promising problems of society’s development.

The importance of this topic requires further research aimed at creating integrative approach-
es that can take into account both quantitative and qualitative aspects of religiosity, which, in turn,
will contribute to the formation of a more tolerant and mutually understanding society.

Kharijism and Political Islam: Historical and Ideological Foundations of Radical
Thought

Abstract. Kharijism is one of the movements that emerged early in the history of Islam
and is considered one of the first examples of political Islam. The Hakam event that took
place after the Battle of Siffin between Ali and Mughawiya paved the way for the birth of the
Kharijites. This group opposed Ali’s acceptance of the judge’s decision as a deviation from the
basic principles of Islam. The Kharijites, adhering to the principle that “Judgment belongs only
to Allah” (La hukma illa lilla), rejected various man-made political decisions and authorities.
Kharijism is not only a political movement but also a religious worldview. According to them,
if a Muslim leader is unjust or acts contrary to the rules of the Quran, he should not be obeyed
and, if necessary, fight. Due to this strict attitude, the Kharijites were excluded from the Muslim
community and were considered a radical group until they disappeared from the face of history.
At the same time, Kharijism is said to have had a profound influence on theological and political
debates in the Islamic world. Over time, Kharijism split into many movements and earned
its place in history as one of the first examples of political resistance in the Islamic world.
Especially in comparison with today’s radical movements, the Kharijites are an important pillar
in understanding modern Islamic ideology.

Particular attention is paid to the fact that the Kharijites formed a political opposition in
the early stages of Islam and influenced the further development of radical Islamist movements.
The article comprehensively examines the main reasons for the emergence of the Kharijite
movement, its positions and important events that influenced its spread. The purpose of the
study is to analyze the primary sources about the Kharijites, assess their contribution to the
development of political thought in Islam, and determine how their ideas influenced Islamic
movements in the following centuries. The results of the study show that the Kharijites are
small in number and, although they increased the number of followers in a short period of time,
they greatly influenced the history and political processes of Islam.

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Abstract. This paper critically examines the ideological and conceptual roots and
current state of being of Islamophobia in the United States and other Western nations.
Drawing upon the relevant literature, the paper interrogates and deconstructs the neo-
Orientalist Islamophobic narratives and discourses developed and promoted by Bernard
Lewis and Samuel P. Huntington. In this regard, we critically analyze acclaimed studies
and books penned by Lewis and Huntington to identify and uncover the intellectual and
theoretical underpinnings of neo-Orientalism and Islamophobia in their discourses. We
also look into how neo-Orientalist Islamophobic narratives and perspectives facilitated
by Lewis and Huntington impacted the foreign policy of the United States under
George W. Bush administration and on Islamophobic trends in American society. We
specifically focus on Lewis and Huntington because the current Islamophobia in the
US and other Western nations mostly draws on their narratives and views. Our study
contributes to understanding of the intellectual and ideological roots and underpinnings
of Islamophobia and neo-Orientalism in the West and beyond.The main results of our
study demonstrate that Lewis and Huntington greatly contributed to neo-Orientalist
Islamophobia in the West, steering the US and other Western nations into a perpetual war
against Muslims and other people of color. We also observe that Islamophobic trends
go beyond the West, manifesting itself in other countries, including in Kazakhstan.
In this regard, we conclude that the so-called Western liberal democracies cannot be
considered role models and emulated by other non-Western nations due to their religious
intolerance, xenophobia, racism, hatred and hostility towards Islam, Muslims and other
non-white people.

PEIUrUst U NOJUTUYECKUE PEAJIMM COBPEMEHHOCTHU

Introduction

After the end of the Cold War and the demise of the Soviet Union in 1991, the
West led by the USA was in search of an enemy that would replace communism
and the USSR. Western policymakers and pundits started to promote hostility and
hatred towards Islam and its followers around the globe and thus making Islam
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and Muslims the enemy of the West [1]. Western pundits like Bernard Lewis and
Samuel P. Huntington argue that Islam is not consistent with Western civilization,
democracy, liberalism, freedom, human rights and other core values [2]. Compar-
ing the Israelis and the Arabs, a leading Christian far right Brigitte Gabriel once
said that “It’s barbarism versus civilization. It’s democracy versus dictatorship. It’s
goodness versus evil” [3, p. 183]. The collective abomination, rejection, hatred
and hostility towards Islam and Muslims in the US and other Western societies
have been conceptualized by Nathan Lean as the ‘Islamophobia Industry’ in which
right-wing xenophobic ethnoreligious Christian nationalists in the West systemati-
cally promote anti-Muslim sentiments [1].

In Kazakhstan, such perilous trends, developments and discourses about Islam
in the USA and other Western nations are virtually understudied and there is a pau-
city of research into these contentious issues. The government of Kazakhstan has
heavily invested in building a society premised upon religious tolerance, intereth-
nic dialogue and peaceful coexistence. Moreover, the US and other Western coun-
tries are increasingly perceived in Kazakhstan as role models and highly civilized
advanced liberal democracies that it should follow and emulate. Yet that is not the
case. The rise of anti-Arab and Islamophobic racism, hatred, intolerance and even
genocidal intent unequivocally demonstrates that the so-called role model Western
nations have failed to overcome and discard their centuries-old deep-rooted racism,
intolerance, colonial and Orientalist mindset, tribal racist culture and attitudes.

In this study we consider the historical roots, development and ideological
underpinnings of Islamophobia or hatred of Islam and Muslims in the West by
conducting a critical analysis of the works and concepts of prominent Western
intellectuals and scholars such as Bernard Lewis and Samuel P. Huntington. More-
over, drawing upon literature on Islamophobia in the West we focus on identifying
colonial, neocolonial and neo-Orientalist characteristics and dimensions of the ‘Is-
lamophobia Industry’ in the West.

Methodology

Our study based on an extensive review of relevant literature on Islamophobia
and neo-Orientalism. Moreover, we employ theories and paradigms of neo-Orien-
talism and Islamophobia to critically engage with existing literature. Specifically,
we analyze, and critique the works penned by Bernard Lewis and Samuel P. Hun-
tington. Besides, we examine the essential works of Edward Saidand Mubarak
Altwaiji on Orientalism, Islamophobia and neo-Orientalism.Underlying issues
pertaining to how the so-called West constructed the knowledge about the East and
how Westerners perceived and portrayed Muslims were first examined in depth by
Edward W. Said, a prominent Palestinian-American intellectual, in his numerous
studies, especially in his 1978 book “Orientalism” [4]. In “Orientalism”, Edward
Said indicated that the imaginary ‘Orient’ was constructed in a binary Manichean
thinking by the West in relation to itself, depicting the Orient as uncivilized, inferi-
or, and backward [4]. Such deeply prejudiced and racial constructs were leveraged
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to justify and legitimize structural violence, including colonial conquest and impe-
rialism against Muslims [5]. In Yaser Ali’s view, Orientalism as the process of Arab
racialization served as the precursor for Islamophobia because the racial hatred and
hostility of the West towards the Arabs has been extended to all Muslims and other
people of color [5]. According to Mubarak Altwaiji, classical Orientalism morphed
into neo-Orientalism which is a binarism between the civilized superior West and
the savage inferior Orient [6]. Leveraging the precepts of neo-Orientalism, neo-
conservatives in the US pushed for ‘civilizing’ Arab and Muslim societies through
large-scale American intervention and violence [7].

Although anti-Islam and anti-Muslims sentiment, hatred, prejudices and hos-
tility had long been ingrained in Western societies and in Westerners’ mentality,
Bernard Lewis and Samuel P. Huntington with their seminal works, expertise and
knowledge reignited Islamophobic hysteria in the United and other Western na-
tions. Deploying classical Orientalism and neo-Orientalism, this study focuses on
a critical in-depth analysis and breakdown of anti-Islam and anti-Muslim views
and paradigms of Bernard Lewis and Samuel Huntington. Through an analysis of
Lewis’s “The Roots of Muslim Rage” (1990), “What Went Wrong? Western Impact
and Middle Eastern Response” (2002), and Huntington’s essay “4 Clash of Civili-
zations?” (1993) and “The Clash of Civilizations and the Remaking of World Or-
der” (1996), we uncover their Orientalist and neo-Orientalist Islamophobic views
and assumptions. Moreover, we focus on what implications and impacts of Islam-
ophobic narratives promoted by Lewis and Huntington have had on the US foreign
policy since 9/11 as well as on public opinion within the US, on how their anti-Is-
lamic views and beliefs crystalized into hegemonic foreign and domestic policy
discourses leading to the American invasions of the Middle East and racialization
of Muslims within and beyond the US.

Bernard Lewis’s Construction of an Enemy Image of Islam

Orientalist and neo-Orientalist Islamophobia, anti-Islam and anti-Muslim
sentiment run deep in Western Christian societies whose roots go back to history
[2, 8]. Bernard Lewis, a distinguished scholar of the Middle Eastern Studies in the
West in his numerous works, including in his essay “7The Roots of Muslim Rage”
(1990) and in his 2002 book “What Went Wrong? Western Impact and Middle
Eastern Response”, examined the roots of the hostility and confrontation between
Europe and Islam [9, 10]. To gain a proper understanding of the intellectual, con-
ceptual and theoretical roots and underpinnings of the ‘Islamophobia Industry’ in
Western societies, we need to have a closer look at Bernard Lewis’s neo-Orien-
talist paradigms. Lewis was one of the pioneers who drew attention to the rise of
religious fundamentalism among Muslims. By exploring the civilizational crisis
within the Muslim world, Lewis became one of the instigators of Islamophobia in
the West, explicitly misrepresenting and exaggerating the reality on the ground,
inventing notions of ‘Muslim rage’, Muslim resentment, anger, and hate of the
West.
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Lewis considers Islam to be a formidable force “in its worldwide distribution,
its continuing vitality, its universalist aspirations” that can be compared to Chris-
tianity [9, p. 48]. When referring to Europe, the West or Christian world, Lewis
deploys the term ‘we’. The presence of the dichotomous Manichean concept “us vs
them’ and ‘othering’ is heavily present in Lewis’s assertions about Islam and the
Islamic world. He admits that despite the existence of an imaginary Islamic world
and millions of Muslims who admire and emulate the West, he brings attention
to the presence of Muslims and Islamic countries whose hatred of the West goes
beyond hostility in their rejection of Western civilization not only in sense of what
it does but in terms of its identity, way of life, the principles and values and so on
[9, p. 28]. Lewis points to how certain Muslims and Muslim nations perceive the
West and its values as innately evil and Westerners and their Muslim allies as the
“enemies of God” [9, p. 28].

The mindset and worldviews of such Muslims are so backward and primitive,
it is unthinkable to reconcile them with the reason and mindset of the West and
Westerners. Backward mentality informs and guides their thinking and actions,
which has made them obstinately stranded in past medieval barbaric savage values
and lifestyle, having become increasingly resistant to change and progress. From
this perspective, Lewis alludes to an idea of the violent and turbulent dawn of Islam
as a worldwide and monotheistic faith and that Mohammad was not only a prophet
but also a ruler of a political entity and a warrior who fought for God against the
enemies of God. Lewis indicates the violent and savage character and dimensions
of Islam. He contends that those who follow this religion would subscribe to the
violent and barbaric scripts, norms and practices dictated by Islam [10].

Lewis highlights that according to Islam, the world is split into two parts. On
the one hand, there is the House of Islam (Dar Al-Islam) and on the other, there is
the House of Unbelief or House of War (Dar Al-Harb). Muslims consider bringing
the latter to Islam as their ultimate duty and thereby violence and warfare are inher-
ent to Islam and Muslim lifestyle and mindset. So, the assumption is that Islam and
its followers are inherently violent and such mindset and behavior are incurable
and unredeemable. Guided and inspired by their faith, Muslims are deeply com-
mitted to jihad or to waging a permanent holy war within the House of Islam and
abroad in the House of Unbelief against infidels [10].

As a monotheistic faith Islam is portrayed by Lewis as an advanced and so-
phisticated civilization, having claims to world domination and enlightening and
civilizing infidels. In this trajectory, though Islam did succeed in taking over the
barbarians to the east and the south (a reference to cultures adhering to polytheistic
faiths), when Islam encountered a similar powerful faith and distinct civilization
in the west and the north known as Christendom, it had to acknowledge this for-
midable foe as a competing universal religion. The contact and communication
between Islam and Christendom was conceptualized as the struggle and contest for
world domination, which lasted for over fourteen centuries. For a long time, Islam
had been advancing and penetrating deep into Europe, conquering the Christian
realms of the Levant and North Africa. Yet for the last three hundred years, since
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the failure of the Ottomans to capture Vienna in 1683 and the rise of European
colonial empires, Islam has been on the defensive, being increasingly assaulted by
European Christian powers [10].

From this standpoint, Lewis describes Islam as a rebellious force against West-
ern Christian preeminence and prevalence with the aim at restoring its heyday
greatness. Islam’s loss to ever advancing the West and Russia, a growing influence
of foreign alien laws, norms and ways of life within Muslim lands, and the emanci-
pation of women and children in Muslim countries are considered by Lewis as the
root causes of ‘Muslim rage’. He alludes to Islam’s aspiration and desire to keep
its primordial, pristine and medieval identity within religious patriarchal norms. As
the order and system based on Islam were subverted, undermined and disrupted by
Christians, the outbreak of its rage against Christendom was inevitable [9, p. 49].
Unlike Christian nations in old Europe, the United States had long been ignored
or even later admired in Muslim lands. Yet with a growing American footprint in
the Middle East, a profound change and transformation occurred in Muslim per-
ceptions of America. With the US imperialism and its unequivocal support for the
Zionist state of Israel in the heart of the Islamic world, Muslims’ perceptions of
America dramatically changed and shifted from admiration to hostility.

Unlike Christianity and its denominations, Islam has never experienced pro-
found changes and seems not to be prone to any change. In this regard, the abomina-
tion and rejection of any idea about progress, modernity, secularism and freedom by
Islam has rendered this faith and its followers in a state of backwardness, savagery,
and darkness. Lewis argues that Islam was never willing to grant full equality and
freedom to those who held other faiths and beliefs [9, p. 56]. The West went ahead
of Islam in two matters: first, in economic development, and second, in political de-
velopment. Although initially the West had been admired and imitated by Muslims,
later this positive attitude developed into hostility and rejection [9, p. 57].

Lewis indicates that Muslim hostility and rejection of the West lies in their
deep sense of humiliation of having been overtaken and overwhelmed by those
whom Muslims considered to be inferior. Those Muslim reformers and moderniz-
ers who sought to modernize their respective countries were seen by fundamental-
ists as agents of the West and collaborators. Lewis points to the fact that Muslims
could not cope with the rapid transformation and development of their societies,
increasingly seeing the Western style of development model as alien and detrimen-
tal to their way of life. Such Muslims therefore cultivated the belief that the old
Islamic ways were best, and they were thereby obliged to return to the true path
prescribed by their God [9, p. 59].

The fundamentalists in the House of Islam consider secularism and modern-
ism to be their enemies. Secularism is attributed to the Jews and the West who are
striving to impose this neo-pagan evil on Muslims. The war against modernity is
focused on resisting the process of change that has occurred in Muslim countries.
Lewis sees so-called Islamic fundamentalism as the manifestation of aimless and
formless anger, indignation and hostility of Muslims to those who have under-
mined, eroded and disrupted their traditional values, norms and ways of life.
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Such mood and attitude resulted in an explosive mixture of rage and hatred
among the Muslim masses who espouse abductions and assassinations while trying
to find approval and precedent for such actions in their scriptures and in the deeds
of their prophet [9, p. 59]. Consequently, the Muslim masses overwhelmingly see
the West as the ultimate source of these dramatic changes in their societies. Here
the US as the legitimate heir of Western civilization and the leader of the Western
world has become the focus for Muslim anger and hate [9, p. 60]. Lewis views
Islam and Muslims as irrational, their hate and anger as a historic reaction of an
ancient foe against the so-called Judeo-Christian heritage and as a manifestation of
‘a clash of civilization’ [9, p. 60]. He therefore pushed hard for externally imposed
violent change and transformation Muslim nations in the Mideast through Amer-
ican military intervention under the George W. Bush administration. At the same
time, he rekindled old anti-Islam and anti-Muslim bigotry, hatred and hostility in
the United States and other Western.

Samuel P. Huntington’s Contribution to Neo-Orientalist Islamophobia

Building on Bernard Lewis, Samuel P. Huntington further articulated and
elaborated on the concept of ‘a clash of civilization’. He constructed ‘a clash of
civilization’ as a conflict between civilization and barbarism. This thesis fatefully
ingrained into the consciousness of Americans and other Westerners [19]. Echoing
Lewis, Huntington likewise underlines the violent character of Islam and Muslims’
propensity to violence, which is purportedly dictated by their religion [11]. The
logic is that since Islam is violent, its adherents are likewise violent. Throughout
his book “The Clash of Civilizations and the Remaking of World Order” published
in 1996 and other studies Huntington used the categories of ‘culture’ and ‘civili-
zation’ as a unit of analysis. Applying the paradigm of ‘a clash of civilization’ in
examining dramatic events after the end of the Cold War, Huntington considered
culture as the main cause and source of future regional and global conflicts. He
alluded to the idea that the era of nation states had been over and thus the age of ‘a
clash of civilization’ came into being. Like Lewis, Huntington was the prominent
figure who contributed to the rise of the ‘Islamophobia Industry’ in the US and the
West. His main target was Islam and Muslims. In his book “The Clash of Civiliza-
tions and the Remaking of World Order” he draws attention to how at the end of the
20" century Muslims were engaged in far more intergroup violence than members
of other civilizations [12, p. 262]. Yet this claim was not backed up by evidence
and even he admitted that to assess the violence propensities of civilizations, ex-
tensive research is needed.

So, Huntington’s arguments and opinions are not backed up by empirical valid
evidence and data. That is why his arguments are premised upon his personal views
and including prejudices emanating from his cultural and ethnic background. Like
Lewis, he came from a cultural environment where racial ethnic prejudices are
deeply pervasive and entrenched in people’s mindset and ingrained in American
Christian culture. Deliberately overlooking the violent and genocidal nature and
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character of his society, Huntington shows his concern about violence in other
cultural environments, especially in Muslim societies. He was therefore wondering
about the root causes of collective violence in Muslim countries. In this regard, he
asserts that since throughout their history Muslims have been known for their pro-
pensity for violence, which explains the proclivities of Muslims for group violence
today [11]. His hypothesis was that since the history of Islam has been violent and
thereby current Muslim societies are likewise violent. So, according to Hunting-
ton, there is a direct correlation between the past and present of Muslim societies,
that is the violent past still reverberates across time, making contemporary Mus-
lims similarly violent.

To substantiate his claims about purported violent history of Islam, Huntington
refers to the birth of Islam in the 7™ century. Today Islam has remained a violent
faith, he asserts, from its inception Islam was a religion of the sword, which glori-
fied military virtues [12, p. 263]. Referring to the birth of Islam among belligerent
and warlike Bedouin nomadic tribes, Huntington argues that violence lies at the
very origin and foundation of Islam. Parroting Lewis, Huntington points out that
Islam’s founder the prophet Muhammad was purported to be a warrior and a skillful
military commander. Here he refers to Jesus and Buddha who unlike Muhammad
were peaceful. The doctrines of Islam, he asserts, advocate constant war against
infidels, yet he draws attention to how Muslims throughout their history mostly
have fought with one another. Pretending to be a great scholar of Islamic studies, he
claims that Islam is devoid of nonviolent concepts and practices [12, p. 263].

According to Huntington, the first source of current propensities to violence
in Muslims societies lies in the bellicose origin of Islam. As to other sources of
the purported bellicosity of Islam, Huntington indicates the proximity of Muslims
to non-Muslim groups, Muslims’ inability to coexist with non-Muslims, inassim-
ilablity and indigestibility of Muslims, a lack of a dominant center in Islam, and
an exponential demographic growth in Muslim societies. As to the proximity of
Muslims to non-Muslims, territorial expansion of both Muslims and non-Muslims
by land brought them into direct contact with each other. Moreover, the Western
sponsorship resulted in the establishment of the Zionist ethnocratic and ethnore-
ligious entity in the heart of the Muslim world. Here Huntington admits that the
overseas colonial expansion of European powers did not lead white Europeans to
living in territorial proximity to non-Europeans as the latter were decimated by the
former [12, p. 263]. Even though throughout their history various Muslim political
entities have managed to create multicultural societies where the representatives of
multiple cultures, ethnicities and faiths have lived side by side, Huntington ques-
tions and even rejects any idea of Muslims’ ability to coexist with non-Muslims.

Huntington calls attention to inassimilablity and indigestibility of Muslims.
In this sense, Muslim minorities pose a threat to culturally homogenous West-
ern nations by diluting their culture and increasing a quest for multiculturalism.
According to Huntington, in their countries even if they constitute an absolute
majority, Muslims are purported to have problems with non-Muslim minorities.
And by the same token, Muslim minorities in non-Muslim countries tend to have
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problems with non-Muslim populations. Since Islam merges religious faith and
politics, drawing a sharp line between Muslims and non-Muslims, which makes
coexistence between them out of question. For this reason, unlike Muslims, Chris-
tians, Buddhists, Hindus, Confucians and the representatives of other faiths tend
to have less problems in adapting to and coexisting with one another than with
Muslims [12, p. 264]. As an example, he refers to Southeast Asia where Chinese
communities are purported to have virtually no difficulty living in Thailand and
the Philippines with local populations unlike in Muslim-dominated Indonesia and
Malaysia where Chinese diaspora are faced Muslim violence [12, p. 264].

Muslim propensities to violence throughout history are linked by Hunting-
ton to militarism, indigestibility and their proximity to non-Muslims. Like Lewis,
Huntington admits that Western imperialism is the culprit behind the mess and
violence in the Muslim world, which led to the mass victimization of the Muslim
masses. Yet he explicitly trivializes the West’s destabilizing and destructive role
in the Mideast and beyond, increasingly questioning the validity of the Muslims’
sense of victimhood. Furthermore, Huntington attributes the purported violence,
instability and chaos in Muslims societies to the absence of a dominant center or a
hegemonic Muslim power who would be responsible for the order and mediation
of conflicts within the Islamic world [12, pp. 264-265]. Moreover, one of the sourc-
es of Muslim propensities to violence is ascribed to the demographic explosion in
Muslim countries and the presence of large numbers of males. The Muslim youth
is considered by Huntington as a natural source of violence and turmoil both in
Muslim nations and beyond. Huntington claims that violence in Muslim societies
at the end of the 20™ century was caused by a dramatic growth and rejuvenation
of Muslim populations. In his view, the aging of this generation and economic
development in Muslim nations may result in a significant reduction in Muslim
propensities to violence and thereby in “a general decline in the frequency and
intensity of fault lines wars [12, p. 265]. Thus, Huntington like Lewis contributed
to normalizing and rationalizing racist neo-Orientalist narratives about Islam and
Muslims in the US and beyond. Furthermore, he became an ardent supporter of
neocon foreign policy in the US aimed at the wholesale destruction and decimation
of Muslim nations in the Middle East and beyond.

Implications of Lewis’s and Huntington’s Islamophobic
and Neo-Orientalist Worldviews

In this section, we discuss the implications and consequences of the Islam-
ophobic narratives of Lewis and Huntington for foreign policy of the US and for
American society at large. Although both Bernard Lewis and Samuel P. Huntington
significantly contributed to the knowledge production about Islam and Muslims,
their hypotheses and assumptions reflect preexisting Islamophobic knowledge and
prejudices inherent in Western societies. Despite the generation of violence and
terrorism by the United States and European powers to a greater extent, Lewis,
Huntington and many other so-called Western pundits increasingly single out Is-
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lam and Muslims as violent and belligerent. Both Lewis and Huntington immense-
ly contributed to the ‘Islamophobia Industry’ in the United States and in the West
in general. Not only did they contribute to the ‘Islamophobia Industry’, but also,
they became the architects of the American war on global terrorism, the invasion of
Afghanistan in 2001, the invasion of Iraq in 2003, and other numerous catastrophic
criminal wars across the Muslim world waged by the US and its allies [13].

It was 1990 when Bernard Lewis penned his “7The Roots of Muslim Rage” and
1993 when Samuel P. Huntington penned his essay “A Clash of Civilizations?”.
From this perspective, both laid the foundation of the conceptual and ideological
underpinnings of a new world order and a blueprint for a new international sys-
tem where the US would dominate. In the post-Cold War era, as the only global
superpower, the US was in search of an enemy. In this regard, Lewis and Hunting-
ton helped find an imaginary enemy. The whole religion and its adherents were
declared an existential threat and foe of the US and the so-called Western civili-
zation. As a result, the US and its allies started a global crusade against Islam and
Muslims in 2001 under the guise of the global war on terror. In fact, the intention
was to extend the US empire and to forge a new world order [13]. Lewis provided
the rationale for the unending American war since 2001 and offered a blueprint
for sowing an American-style democracy in the Middle East, especially in Iraq
and other Muslim nations [14]. In fact, Lewis and Huntington replaced the Soviet
Union with Islam as the global foe of the United States [14].

Lewis and Huntington became intellectual and ideological mentors of the
group of hawkish politicians and high-ranking officials in the United States known
as neoconservatives who took prominent positions in the George W. Bush admin-
istration between 2001-2008. These extremely belligerent and warlike neoconser-
vatives in the George W. Bush administration ardently advocated an aggressive
foreign policy course, steering the US into a perpetual war [15]. The Islamopho-
bic narratives and perspectives promoted by Lewis and Huntington fed into the
aggressive American foreign policy and actions of neoconservatives. After Sep-
tember 11, 2001, both Bernard Lewis and Samuel P. Huntington became media
stars in the US, fervently lending their support for the US war efforts. Lewis was
repeatedly drawing attention to the incompatibility between Islam and democracy,
the rejection of modernity by Muslims, and their fascination with terrorism [16].
Lewis called for ceasing to ask questions like “Why do they hate us?” because
Muslims had purportedly been despising and hating the West for a millennium
[16]. Emphasizing the irreconcilability between Islam and democracy and Muslim
propensities to violence, Lewis passionately advocated war against Muslims and
the US invasion of Iraq, alleging that the US would be welcome by Muslims as
‘liberators’ [16, p. 541].

Huntington was likewise pushed for war against Muslims. He was among
prominent American intellectuals who wrote the letter “What We’re Fighting For:
A Letter from America” in February 2002, addressed the US public, government
and the international community [17]. In the letter, Huntington and other American
intellectuals highlighted the justness and necessity of the war on terrorism, which
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allegedly caused and promoted by adherents of the radical, violent and intolerant
religion of Islam [17]. Moreover, they contended that American war on terror was
permissible, necessary and just [17]. Huntington and Lewis systematically rein-
forced one another’s cultural and civilizational paradigms on Islam and Muslims,
again and again highlighting the incongruence of Islam with democracy, moder-
nity and progress. They convinced both the political establishment of the US and
American public of Muslim hatred of America and the West that was allegedly
motivated by Islamic fundamentalism [18]. Besides, they claimed that Muslims’
self-sacrifice and killing themselves lacked any political goal other than achieving
religious martyrdom. In this regard, Robert A. Pape and James K. Feldman argue
that such presumptions fueled the belief that future 9/11s could be prevented only
by the US military intervention and subsequent wholesale violent transformation
of Muslim societies [18, p. 2]. Premised upon such presumptions promoted by
Lewis and Huntington, the US invaded and decimated Afghanistan, Iraq and other
Muslim nations in the Middle East, generating more violence and destruction.

Besides their decisive and far-reaching impacts on the US foreign policy af-
ter September 11, 2001, Lewis’s and Huntington’s anti-Islam and anti-Muslim
paradigms fueled public hatred, bigotry, racism and hostility towards Islam and
Muslims in the US and other Western societies. Although Islamophobia had been
inherent and deep-rooted in Western societies [2], Lewis and Huntington revived
and reignited old anti-Islam and anti-Muslim sentiments and hatred in the US.
Framing Islam and its adherents as innately violent and bellicose reflected colonial
neo-Orientalist racist narratives in the US and beyond. As a result, all segments
of Western societies were heavily involved in anti-Islam and anti-Muslim hyste-
ria and crusade. Echoing Lewis and Huntington, one of the chief proponents of
neo-Orientalist trend in the US, Daniel Pipes highlighted the lack of democracy
and abundance of terrorists in Muslim countries [19]. The binary Manichean worl-
dview ‘us versus them’ took deep root in the US society and people’s conscious-
ness. Moreover, racist neo-Orientalist paradigms resonated with Islamophobic nar-
ratives and discourses promoted by Lewis and Huntington. Intellectuals, media,
think tanks, experts, politicians, government agencies, and ordinary people were
engaged in collective hate, vilification and demonization of Islam and Muslims
within the US and other Western societies. Islamophobic racist slurs, rants, tropes
and narratives were normalized and rationalized in society, becoming a powerful
national discourse.

Caroline Mala Corbin observes how Muslims were increasingly dehumanized
after 9/11 in the US, facing racialization and ‘othering’ [20]. Corbin also identifies
two pervasive, prevalent and all-embraced narratives in the United States such as
“Terrorists are Muslims” and “white innocence and white supremacy” [20]. De-
liberate targeting and victimization of Muslims were so pervasive and ubiquitous,
the label of ‘terrorism’ or ‘terrorist’ was exclusively reserved for Muslims even
if horrendous terrorist attacks were committed by whites not by Muslims. The
label ‘terrorist’ was intentionally applied to Muslims but not to whites, which was
defined by Dustin Craun as ‘white benevolent innocence’ [21] and by Caroline
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Mala Corbin as ‘white privilege’ [20]. On the one hand, Islam was portrayed as
an inherently violent and alien faith, and on the other, Muslims were stereotyped,
racialized and persecuted [22].

Islamophobia has become the official ideology of the American empire and
powerful all-embraced discourse in US society. Islamophobic views of Lewis and
Huntington intended to foment anti-Muslim hatred, bigotry and racism in the West.
Besides Lewis and Huntington, thousands of individuals and groups have increas-
ingly focused on reigniting the deep-rooted Christian hostility and hatred against
Islam and Muslims. A right-wing American conservative pundit Ann Hart Coulter
said in the aftermath of 9/11 “We should invade their countries [Muslim], kill their
leaders and convert them to Christianity. We weren’t punctilious about locating
and punishing only Hitler and his top officers. We carpet-bombed German cities;
we killed civilians. That’s war. And this is war” [23, pp. 184-185]. In a similar vein,
Fred Ikle, a strategist and former undersecretary of defense, placed all the blame
on Muslims, threatening to drop nuclear bombs on Muslim countries, including on
holy Islamic sites Mecca and Medina [23, p. 185].

Anti-Muslim hysteria is so pervasive and rooted in American and other West-
ern societies, individuals and hate groups systematically promote conspiracy the-
ories of Muslims being an existential threat to the US and Western civilization.
Islamophobia has permeated the US and Western societies so profoundly; it has
become institutionalized as Black racism. Bernard Lewis’s question “Why do they
hate us?” resonates and reverberates so well across every spectrum of society, it
has been embraced and internalized by Americans and Europeans. Spewing an-
ti-Islam and anti-Muslim hate speech has been normalized and rationalized in the
West. In other words, the US and West, like in the medieval times, have been
engaged in Christian crusades and war against Islam and Muslims. For instance,
in March 2016 in his interview with CNN, Donald J. Trump stated that “I think
Islam hates us ... we have a major, major problem. This is, in a sense, this is a
war” [24, 25, 26]. Moreover, echoing Lewis and Huntington, Donald Trump and
other Western politicians have framed Muslims as ‘indigestible’ and ‘impossible to
assimilate’, and thereby anti-American and anti-Western [26]. Finally, Trump has
consistently put the blame on Muslim Americans for terrorist attacks committed
by Muslims and even non-Muslims [26]. Yet Trump did not invent Islamophobia
in the US, as his comments are part of the nationwide ‘Islamophobia Industry’ in
America and reflection of anti-Muslim narratives of Lewis, Huntington and many
other Islamophobes in the West [27]. Donald Trump’s anti-Muslim comments and
rhetoric resonate well with many Americans, especially the Republican Party and
its supporters. In this regard, Arsalan Iftikhar highlights how Islamophobia had
long been entrenched within ideological political platforms of leading politicians
of the Republican Party. Besides the Republican Party, likewise Islamophobia is
deeply embedded within the Democratic Party in the US.

American mainstream media and intellectuals are at the forefront of the ‘Is-
lamophobia Industry’, reinforcing and perpetuating anti-Islam narratives. In media
and public Islam and Muslims are largely depicted as violent, savage and barbaric
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[20]. “The next time you hear of a terror attack — no matter where it is, no matter
what the circumstances — you will likely think to yourself, “It’s Muslims again.”
And you will probably be right” reads Fareed Zakaria’s opinion piece on the web-
site of CNN [28]. Americans and other Westerners were repeatedly asking “why
do they hate us?” referring to the 2001 September 11 attacks in the United States
by a group of Muslims [29]. One of the most prominent American critics of Islam
and Muslims Sam Harris once said that “We are at war with Islam” [30]. Sam
Harris’s view was shared and echoed by other pundits like Pamela Geller who in
her 2011 book emphasized that the West was at war with Islamic imperialism and
expansionism, calling for bringing the so-called ‘Islamization of America’ to an
end [31]. Applying the term “Islamo-Fascism”, David Horowitz called attention
to how Islam and Muslims exhibit their hatred against Christians and Jews, har-
boring evil intentions to destroy the Western civilization [32]. Racist Islamophobic
hate speeches uttered by Trump and other American high-ranking officials, leading
intellectuals and groups, clearly demonstrate how neo-Orientalism and Islamopho-
bia promoted by Lewis and Huntington successfully operate in Western societies.

Conclusion

Through a critical analysis of Islamophobic and neo-Orientalist paradigms and
concepts developed byLewis and Huntington, our study contributes to understand-
ing of the intellectual and ideological roots and underpinnings of these phenomena
in the West and beyond. We have ascertained that as prominent intellectuals Lewis
and Huntington, greatly contributed to the rise of neo-Orientalist Islamophobia in
the West, making the US more hostile towards Islam and Muslims, and at the same
time, promoting anti-Islamic hatred and bigotry in Western societies. We have also
observed that virulent Islamophobia is not confined within Western societies, sim-
ilar Islamophobic trends are observed in non-Western societies. Interrogating and
deconstructing neo-Orientalist and colonial Islamophobic narratives put forth by
Lewis and Huntington we contend that race and racial prejudices are at the core of
the Western Christian world, being perhaps its most essential and enduring ideol-
ogy. Christianity, race and nationalism have been the key organizing principles in
the West for many centuries, which have been deployed to construct a Manichean
binary worldview of ‘good versus evil’, ‘us vs them’, ‘civilized vs savage’, ‘su-
perior vs inferior’ and so on [33]. Despite horrendous crimes against humanity
throughout their history in terms of European colonialism, imperialism, destruc-
tion of Indigenous societies and genocide of Indigenous peoples, predatory capi-
talism, humanitarian imperialism and the so-called global war on terror, Western
nations have constructed and skillfully leveraged the concept of ‘White benevolent
innocence’ to assert their identity as Western Christian conquering forces whereas
claiming ‘benevolent innocence’ and ‘inherent goodness’, which have been incul-
cated in the minds of white people across Western societies [33].

In this sense, we argue that neo-Orientalist Islamophobic discourses promoted
by Lewis and Huntington are in fact the reflection and continuity of these an-
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cient old Manichean anti-Islam and anti-Muslim discourses deeply ingrained in
the Western Christian societies and in Westerners’ mentality. ‘White benevolent
innocence’ and ‘white privilege and supremacy’ have resulted in a superiority com-
plex of the West in relation to Islam, Muslims and other people of color. In fact,
the Islamophobic narratives and discourses developed and propagated by Lewis
and Huntington is the manifestation of this superiority complex of the US and
other Western nations. In this regard, Lewis and Huntington aptly manipulated the
superiority complex and mindset as well as deeply embedded Islamophobia in the
West. From this perspective, although the US and other Western nations position
themselves as tolerant secular liberal democracies and open inclusive societies that
cherish human rights, liberty and freedom, we observe the implicit and explicit
manifestations of ethnocentric Christian nationalism, xenophobia and intolerance,
racism and racial hatred towards certain ethno-religious and racial groups, espe-
cially towards Muslims in the West and beyond [19].

In the 1980s and 1990s, there was the resurrection of neocolonial neo-Ori-
entalist discourses in the West with respect to Arabs, Muslims and any people of
color promoted by Lewis, Huntington and many other Western pundits. Bigot-
ed and vicious anti-Arab and Islamophobic discourses and narratives have been
disseminated, normalized and rationalized by policy makers, media, intellectuals,
academia, and think tanks in the West, which have been embraced by the wider
public. Violent and racist language and rhetoric of Western policymakers, media
and intellectuals have often been translated into savage terrorist acts of Westerners
against Muslims and other non-whites across the globe. The Western politicians
and intellectuals have explicitly stated numerous times that the West is at war with
Islam. Right-wing ethno-religious nationalists in the West increasingly perceive
Islam and Muslims as an existential threat to the Western civilization, being incom-
patible with Western democracy, liberal values and traditions. In turn, xenophobic,
racist and neo-Orientalist anti-Islam and anti-Muslim sentiment, bigotry, hatred
and hostility show that the so-called Western liberal democracies are in fact are
not democracies at all. Quite the opposite, the US and other Western nations have
been stranded in the colonial age, being stuck in crusaders’ Manichean mentality,
tribal ethno-nationalism, racial superiority, and remaining neocolonial racist polit-
ical entities.

Dialogue and Trust Between Ethnosocial Groups of Society are the Key to the Success
of Building a Fair Kazakhstan

Abstract: The article examines the understanding of the category of justice by various
ethnic and social groups of Kazakhstani society, primarily in the villages and towns of the
South of the country. The material analyzed in the article is based on the methodology and
data of qualitative sociological research conducted in 2022-2024 by order of the Institute of
Philosophy, Political Science and Religious Studies of the CS MSHE RK. Focus groups and
in-depth interviews revealed that the primary issues of concern to the rural population today
are issues of dialogue and “feedback” in the interaction of these groups of the population with
local authorities, problems of corruption, and the lack of social mobility for young people. The
article presents the opinions of respondents in the context of their ideas about a “fair society”
and presidential reforms aimed at building a “New Kazakhstan”. Based on the analysis of the
opinions, the article concludes that there is a need to develop and implement new mechanisms
for interaction between the authorities and the population, based on the existing successful
experience of implementing their dialogue.

Views of Kazakhstanis on the Bipolar Society in Soviet Kazakhstan

Abstract. The article examines the views of Kazakhs, Russians and other nationalities on
the bipolar society in Soviet Kazakhstan. The main characteristics of the bipolar society are
analyzed - the demographic minority of Kazakhs and the demographic majority of Russians.
Based on a mass sociological survey, expert interviews and focus groups, the results indicate a
division in the consciousness of the three main ethnic groups regarding the minority of Kazakhs
and the majority of Russians. The division in the assessments of the bipolar society in Soviet
Kazakhstan is most characteristic of Kazakhs today, while Russians have a more homogeneous
perception. It is shown that the division in the views of Kazakhstanis on the Soviet bipolar
society in Kazakhstan is determined by the fact that slightly more than half of them adhere to
the views of the Soviet past in the spirit of internationalism, and a smaller part of the citizens of
Kazakhstan are supporters of ethnic nationalism.

Analysis of the Integration of Kandas Into Kazakhstani Society Based on Social
Research

Abstract. This article is devoted to the study of the problems of adaptation and integration
of repatriates in Kazakhstan. The study is based on the results of a documentary analysis of
regulatory acts in the field of migration, as well as a content analysis of media and social
networks, which allows for a deeper understanding of the practical application of legislation.
An important part of the work involves field research conducted in the form of narrative
biographical interviews with repatriates in three regions of Kazakhstan: Almaty region (Esik
town), East Kazakhstan region (Shygys village), and North Kazakhstan region (Sergeevka
village). The findings of the article highlight the main problems and challenges faced by
kandas in the process of integration into Kazakhstani society and can serve as a basis for further
research and practical recommendations.
